Combining ELA and Math Indicators for the Lowest 5 Percent 
Two of the four options for determining the lowest 5 percent of Title I schools used a combination of the results from the ELA and Math Indicators. This approach aligns with the technical assistance criteria for LEAs on the Academic Indicator, which was Red/Red or Red/Orange on the two assessments. The combining process was done by giving a numeric value to each performance color: 

· Red = 1

· Orange = 2

· Yellow = 3

· Green = 4

· Blue = 5

Once the ELA and Math performance colors were mapped to the values above, they were summed. The sum was then applied to the following table:
	Sum 
	Performance Color 

	2 or 3
	Red

	4 or 5
	Orange

	6 or 7
	Yellow

	8 or 9
	Green

	10
	Blue


Examples: 
· A school that has Red/Red or Red/Orange would have 1 + 1 = 2, or 1 + 2 = 3, for an overall performance color of Red.  The overall Red color is therefore equivalent to the technical assistance criteria on the Academic Indicator for LEAs.
· If a school received a Yellow in ELA and an Orange in Math: 3 + 2 = 5. According to the table, the school will receive an Orange as their combined ELA and math result.
· If a school received a Green in ELA and Orange in Math: 4 + 2 = 6. According to the table, the school will receive a Yellow as their combined ELA and math result.
· If a school received a Yellow in ELA but no color in Math (due to less than 30 students), the school will receive the color that they have. In this example, the school will receive a Yellow.
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
