SJCCCS did not meet the criteria for the funding level requested as it had two full time teaching positions 
that were not filled for the entirety of the 21-22 school year. Our Independent Studies teacher which was 
budgeted to start in August 2021 was not hired until October 2021 and our Math teacher left midway 
through the school year in March 2022 thus leaving both of these positions unfilled for the entire school 
year. 

The budget also reflects revenue through the hold harmless provision for the 21-22 school year which has 
not yet been receieved. Our actual ADA was significantly lower than the target budgeted ADA. If you 
remove the hold harmless revenue than SJCCCS would have met the necessary thresholds as Line Vl.2 
would be at 86.67% 

2. List and explain the mitigating circumstance(s) to be considered by the COE and ACCS. 

SJCCCS did not meet the criteria for the funding level requested as it had two full time teaching positions 
that were not filled for the entirety of the 21-22 school year. Independent Studies teacher job posting 
opened in August 2021 but a hire was not made until October 2021. SJCCCS' Math teacher lefr the school 
in March 2022 to pursue other opportunities thus leaving the position unfilled and vacant from March-June 
2022. 

The budget also reflects revenue through the hold harmless provision for the 21-22 school year which has 
not yet been receieved. Our actual ADA was significantly lower than the target budgeted ADA. If you 
remove the hold harmless revenue than SJCCCS would have met the necessary thresholds as Line Vl.2 
would be at 86.67%

Independent Studies is critical to the students we serve as they are 17.5-27 years old and have never 
been successful in a traditional educational setting Independent studies allows us to reach students who 
would not otherwise be reached.
