	RECOMMENDATION


The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) approve an amendment to the No Child Left Behind (NCLB) Consolidated State Application relating to changes in the state sub-granting formula for the Migrant Education Program (MEP) to meet NCLB requirements.
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


The Board approved the Consolidated State Application for NCLB at its April 2002 meeting. 

The Federal Office of Migrant Education (OME) conducted an on-site review of California’s Migrant Education Program (MEP) on May 16-19, 2005, and November 28-December 2, 2005. The MEP received a letter from the OME summarizing the findings, corrective actions, and recommendations on November 13, 2006. Finding number seven addresses the state MEP sub-granting formula.

In determining the amount of sub-grants for migrant programs, states are required to distribute funds based on the following four factors listed in the Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) Section 1304(b)(5):

· The number of migrant children

· The needs of migrant children

· The statutory priority to give priority for services (PFS) to children who are failing, or most at risk of failing to meet the state’s challenging academic content standards and whose education has been interrupted during the regular school year

· The availability of funds from other federal, state, and local programs

SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS (Cont.)








The corrective action for this finding included implementing within sixty days, a 
sub-grant formula that correctly applies the four statutory factors for distributing fiscal year (FY) 2006-07 funds and carryover funds from previous years, and amending the Consolidated State Application with the new sub-grant formula and submitting the revision to the OME within sixty days of the November 2006 letter.

The CDE submitted its response to the corrective actions on May 30, 2007. For this specific finding, the CDE stated that it had adopted a seven-factor formula in FY 
2005-06 that includes the four criteria required by NCLB:

· The numbers of migrant children

· The needs of migrant children

· Priority for service to children who are failing or most at risk of failing to meet the state’s challenging academic content standards and whose education has been interrupted during the regular school year

· Availability of funds from other federal, state and local programs

The three additional factors are the following: 

· Mobility migrant students who have moved within a year

· Migrant youth ages 19-21

· Participation in summer or intersession programs

A follow-up letter from OME to the CDE dated March 13, 2008, stated that this corrective action cannot be resolved until the amendment to the Consolidated Application with the funding formula changes are received by the OME. 

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


The CFR is explicit in its requirement to include the four factors in sub-grants for the MEP. The CDE convened a task force comprised of MEP regional directors, State Parent Advisory Council representatives, CDE’s migrant student information system contractor, and CDE staff to advise and provide recommendations on a proposed funding formula to meet statutory requirements. Through a consensus process, the task force recommended, and the CDE adopted, a seven-factor formula described above.

MEP grantees were provided a simulated funding allocation for FY 2005-06 to project funding implications. The new formula was fully and successfully implemented in FY 2006-07. 

	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)


The revised sub-grant funding formula redistributed funding amounts to the 23 migrant education regions and school districts. As of today, the CDE has not received any complaints from regions or districts on the impact of the revised sub-grant funding formula.

The Migrant Education grant monies awarded, less 1 percent for administrative costs to CDE, are distributed to sub grantees at the local level 75 percent is based on migrant children enrollment counts for the regular school year. A portion of the regular year dollars is divided among the following factions (local input): mobility; migrant children indentified ages3-4; out of school migrant youth, ages 19-21; and over-age for grade. The remaining 25 percent is allocated using the summer/intersession count for participants. using a seven-factor formula that includes the following factors: 
1) Category 1--number of eligible migrant students; 
2) Mobility--moved within one year; 
3) Priority for service; 
4) Academic need; 
5) Number of migrant students ages 19-21; 
6) Availability of other state and federal funds; and 
7) Category 2--migrant student counts for summer/intersession programs. 
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
