	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


The State Board of Education (SBE) has approved several requests to allow the collocation of a Community Day School (CDS) with other schools when the CDS could not be located separately and the district has been able to ensure appropriate separation of students between the two schools.

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


The Hemet Unified School District (HUSD) requests a waiver of California Education Code (EC) Section 48661(a) which states that a CDS shall not be situated on the same site as various other schools.

HUSD has operated Hemet Education Learning Program (HELP) CDS since 1996 at a fully separate location. However, in order to allow students to access a broader range of needed instructional support services, HUSD is requesting approval to relocate the school to a larger facility that is located on a campus that includes one of the classrooms of the Hemet Academy for Applied Academics and Technology (HAAAT) Charter High School. 
Students from each school would be fully separated at all times. With the exception of one classroom that would be used by students of each school at different times, the two schools would be separated by a street running through the campus. Each school would have its own office and restrooms. There would also be different arrival and

departure locations and times for each school to prevent mixing of students.

The site councils for HELP CDS and HAAAT Charter High School met and unanimously supported the re-location and collocation of the two schools. The Hemet Teachers 

Association and the Classified School Employee Association also support this proposal.

While HUSD believes that the measures described above will provide a high level of safety and success, the district requests, and the department recommends, approval of the waiver for one year, allowing for re-evaluation before renewal is considered.

Demographic Information: HUSD has a student population of 22,000 with and average daily enrollment of 65 students in the HELP CDS. HUSD is located in a small city in Riverside County.
