	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


The State Board of Education (SBE) approved a revision to State Board of Education Waiver Policy 01-01, Carl D. Perkins Career and Technical Education Act: Consortium Requirement for Minimum Allocation on November 9, 2006. This waiver meets this criteria.

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Section 131(d)(1) of the Carl D. Perkins Career and Technical Education Act of 2006 (Public Law 109-270) requires local educational agencies (LEAs) whose allocations are less than $15,000 to enter into a consortium with other LEAs for the purpose of meeting the $15,000 minimum grant requirement. Section 131(d)(2) of the Act permits states to waive the consortium agreement based on the following factors.

The SBE Waiver Policy indicates that:

The LEA is:

· A district or agency in a rural, sparsely populated area (as defined by National Center for Education Statistics [NCES] Locale Codes 33, 41, 42, and 43),

or 
· A public charter school operating secondary vocational and technical education programs (as evidenced by a SBE issued charter number), and 
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


The LEA:

· Demonstrates that it is unable to enter into a consortium for purposes of providing activities under this section (as evidenced by a description from the LEA or CDE of efforts to enter into a consortium). 

Scott Valley Unified School District is a newly formed district as the result of the November 2006 general election. The new district is comprised of Etna Union High School District, Etna Elementary School District, Fort Jones Elementary School District and the Quartz Valley School District and serves students in the Forks of Salmon School District. The district has an enrollment of 699, with two Pre-kindergarten through sixth grade schools, a kindergarten through eighth grade school, a seventh through eighth grade charter school, a seventh through ninth junior high school, a comprehensive ninth through twelfth grade high school, a continuation school and four community day schools. 
Siskiyou County’s population according to the 2000 census only has 44,200 people. The county covers 6,315 square miles of rugged terrain that includes three mountain ranges along with many valleys and rivers. The small number of schools and districts within the county illuminate the difficulty with forming a consortium in addition to the large distances between the small towns and communities. 
Demographic Information: Scott Valley Unified School District has a student population of 699 and is located in rural Siskiyou County.
The California Department of Education recommends approval.
Authority for Waiver: Carl D. Perkins Career and Technical Education Act of 2006, (Public Law 109-270), Section 131(d)(2).

Approval will enable the Scott Valley Unified School District to receive its annual Perkins funds of $4,441 without having to participate in a consortium. The waiver has no significant effect on the distribution of Perkins funds statewide.
