The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) take action as deemed necessary and appropriate.
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


In March 2009, the CDE provided the results for the July 2008 through December 2008 California High School Exit Examination (CAHSEE) administrations. The results for the July 2008 through October 2008 administrations were presented at the January 2009 SBE meeting.
In 2005, the Human Resources Research Organization (HumRRO) conducted a study to gather information from school staff regarding the alignment of the CAHSEE to instruction. The findings and recommendations of the study were included in the HumRRO Annual Independent Evaluation Report and provided to the SBE in October 2005. A previous and similar study was conducted in 2003, which was included in HumRRO’s 2003 Annual Independent Evaluation Report and presented to the SBE in November 2003.

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


Human Resources Research Organization Instruction Study

As part of the CAHSEE independent evaluation contract, HumRRO is conducting a third study (previous studies were conducted in 2003 and 2005) to determine CAHSEE’s impact on curriculum and instruction. The 2009 CAHSEE Instruction Study provides districts with high schools an opportunity to provide information about the education activities and instructional practices that prepare students for success on the CAHSEE. The 2009 study will examine changes in standards-based courses since the 2003 and 2005 instruction studies, participation in remediation programs, and collection of data related to English learners and students with disabilities. The study will also examine the relationship of these changes to increases in CAHSEE passing rates. A sample of 400 high schools was selected to be representative of schools across the state. The results of the instruction study will be included in HumRRO’s 2008-09 CAHSEE Annual Independent Evaluation Report, which is anticipated to be presented to the SBE in November 2009.
