	5. Desired outcome/rationale. Give a general description of what adoption you want to postpone and the reason:

Pomona Unified School District (PUSD) is requesting a one-year postponement of the adoption of new instructional materials both for K-12 mathematics and K-12 English language arts; K-12 mathematics would be extended from Fall 2009 to Fall 2010 and English language arts would be extended from Fall 2010 to Fall 2011.  This would extend the use of our current standards-aligned, state approved textbooks from 7 years to 8 years.  

This waiver would allow PUSD to address several issues:

PUSD is undergoing significant changes in staffing due to the State fiscal crisis and district declining enrollment.  More than 634 K-12 teachers received letters informing them of possible reassignment or elimination of their position.  Many of the teachers are now being reassigned to grade levels and subject areas with limited or no experience.  Additionally, the district’s instructional services administration and support staff have been significantly reduced.  PUSD’s state test scores demonstrate the district’s commitment to teacher quality and standards-aligned instruction.  Our textbook adoption processes are comprehensive, including review of essential standards, analysis of student data, extensive review of new resources, and multi-year implementation support.  As a result of the aforementioned changes and limited staff development funding, it has become necessary to request a 12-month extension in both mathematics and English Language Arts.

In 2009-2010, PUSD would like to focus our limited staff development resources to support the science adoption implementation, to initiate mathematics adoption activities, and provide staff development for teachers transitioning into new grade or subject areas.  Limited funding and personnel make this focus impossible if PUSD must also initiate the adoption process for mathematics and English language arts.  The 12-month extension of mathematics necessitates a 12-month extension for English language arts to avoid the adoption of textbooks in two major curricular areas in the same year.

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Attachment A: Desired Outcome/Rationale for Waiver

I. Responses to the Statutory Criteria for Waiver Approval:

EC 60422(c) The State Board of Education may grant the school district additional time to meet the purchasing requirements of subdivision (a) if the governing board of the school district demonstrates, to the satisfaction of the state board, that all of the following criteria apply to the district:

1. The school district has implemented a well-designed, standards-aligned basic instructional materials program.

The Pomona Unified School District has followed the state adoption cycle in which it has purchased state-approved, standards-aligned materials for all students in all core subject areas.  The Districts practice for each new adoption in a particular subject includes inviting instructors to become a part of a Selection Task Force.  The Task Force is charged with developing and/or refining curricular materials for teacher use and making recommendations for the selection of new textbooks and instructional materials that will be implemented across the District. 

Task force members were responsible for working in their subject matter groups to do the following: examine and analyze materials in order to make informed recommendations for textbook adoptions; craft standards-based course descriptions; develop and/or refine standards-based curriculum guides that correlate to CST blueprints (where applicable); foster collaboration across school sites in order to share ideas and insights regarding subject matter.

The District arranges with publishers to provide materials for teachers, parents and community review and comment. After discussion is held, a consensus is reached and a request for board approval is sought to adopt and purchase textbooks.

2. The school district, at the time of its request for additional time pursuant to this subdivision, has sufficient textbooks or basic instructional materials for use by each pupil.

Currently, all students in PUSD are using state-approved, standards-aligned core materials in language arts, mathematics, science, and social science.  While the district is requesting an additional year to purchase language arts materials, the students will continue to use state-approved, standards-aligned language arts materials K-8.  Every student has a copy of the core text as well as supplementary novels.  The district has received no Williams Uniform Complaints regarding textbooks and instructional materials.  On October 14, 2008, the Board of Education adopted Resolution No. 10 for the 2008-2009 school year certifying Sufficiency of Textbooks and Instructional Materials for grades K-12 ensuring that each student is provided with a standards-aligned textbook in all core subjects.  On February 24, 2009, the board of Education approved submittal of a Specific Waiver Request of the 24-month rule for Instructional Materials Restructuring Program for mathematics and English language arts. 
3. The school district has adopted a plan for the purchase of standards-aligned instructional materials in accordance with subdivision (a) but that plan indicated an alternative date for compliance that is declared in the request for additional time.)

III Summary Rationale: Request for an Alternative Date of Compliance for EC 60422(a)

Due to the current state fiscal crisis and district declining enrollment, it has become necessary to build additional flexibility into the budget by possibly postponing all or part of the adoption of new instructional materials both for K-12 mathematics and K-12 English language arts; K-12 mathematics would be extended from Fall 2009 to Fall 2010 and English language arts would be extended from Fall 2010 to Fall 2011.  The 12-month extension of mathematics necessitates a 12-month extension for English language arts to avoid the purchase of textbooks in two major curricular areas in the same year.  

All requirements have been met and the District is fully capable of providing sufficient instructional materials.  In addition, the waiver will not interfere with the District’s compliance of the Williams legislation and the District will continue to meet the demand for textbooks while ensuring all students and teachers have the necessary instructional materials.
