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Attachment A: Desired Outcome/Rationale for Waiver

Lakeside Union School District, a high performing school district, believes that children are our first priority.  Each year we have sought to complete the adoptions in a timely manner covering all four curriculum areas (Reading/Language Arts, Mathematics, Science and Social Studies) with standards aligned programs.  We currently have completed Mathematics grades 6-8 exhausting all our IMFRP funds for this school year when purchasing the program.  We are currently piloting Mathematics at grades K-5.  We wish to delay mathematics and reading/language arts so that we may continue to purchase complete programs and provide textbooks for each student at home as well as in our classrooms.

All students have textbooks and teachers have complete teaching materials as defined on the state’s matrix for purchase.  At the middle school level, students also have a textbook at home to facilitate homework assignment and additional learning opportunities.  Teachers have extensively mapped our mathematics and reading/language arts curriculum including pacing charts and benchmark assessments for monitoring student progress.  Over the last few years, we have devoted professional development opportunities for mathematics and reading/language arts adoptions through the district and San Diego County Office of Education.
2. The school district, at the time of its request for additional time pursuant to this subdivision, has sufficient textbooks or basic instructional materials for use by each pupil.

Lakeside Union School District has a state-adopted and standards-aligned textbook for each child in language arts, mathematics, social studies and science.  The district has continued to purchase supplementary support materials (e.g. student workbooks, practice books) in all subject areas.  Please find attached the District Instructional Materials Sufficiency Resolution in accordance with requirements of Education Code 60119 and Williams Settlement for the 2008-09 school year indicating all students have textbooks as required.
3. The school district has adopted a plan for the purchase of standards-aligned instructional materials in accordance with subdivision (a) but that plan indicated an alternative date for compliance that is declared in the request for additional time.
Lakeside Union School District purchased science (2007) and history social science (2006) standards aligned instructional materials.  Each adoption (science and history social science) 
caused the district to spend the allocated IMFRP completely and supplement the cost from district funds so that we might continue to purchase consumables for language arts and math.  We have spent $375,000 just to do mathematics at grades 6-8.  We anticipate spending most of next year’s IMFRP funds for consumables and some math at certain grade levels.  The reading/language arts adoption should cost approximately $500,000.  If the State Board of Education approves the district’s request, the district will purchase replacement materials and consumables until the new adoption deadline of September 2010 to complete mathematics K-5 and reading/ language arts K-8 by September 2011.

Lakeside Union School District’s API for 2008 is 798.  Five out of six elementary sites have an API above 800 with the sixth site at 798.  Our two middle schools’ APIs are 765 and 761 respectively.  STAR data over the past four years shows an increased trend in preparing students toward the math and reading/language arts standards in all grade levels as tested by CST and local benchmark assessments.  The district and all schools sites are currently not in program improvement, but we continue to address subgroups and their achievement.  The district outscores the state level percentage of students scoring advanced and proficient at almost all grade levels for Mathematics and English-language arts

III Summary Rationale: Request for an Alternative Date of Compliance for EC 60422(a)

Lakeside Union School District is requesting the State Board of Education provide one additional year to purchase standards-aligned instructional materials in mathematics and reading/language arts for a number of reasons:

1. Increased curriculum costs and annual decrease in student enrollment for the past ten years has caused the district to use general and IMRFP funds to purchase complete teacher materials and textbooks for each curricular adoption as outlined in the IMRFP guidelines.  

2. Elementary teachers would appreciate the opportunity to focus on the science curriculum implemented last year.  

3. The school district has recently passed a school bond focusing on upgrading technology.  Delaying the adoptions will allow teachers and students to fully utilize digital curriculum provided in the upcoming mathematics and reading/language arts adoptions.  
4. The district is now in its third year of implementing a Spanish Immersion program at one school site.  This has caused the need for additional standards-aligned materials in Spanish as selected from the state’s matrix for IMRFP.
