1. The school district has implemented a well-designed, standards-aligned basic instructional materials program. 
Midway School District has away been up to date with its standards-aligned basic instructional materials
program. All of the teachers go to the County Office and look at what is being offered. We then try to pick the best standards-aligned materials for our students.

2. The school district, at the time of its request for additional time pursuant to this subdivision, has sufficient textbooks or basic instructional materials for use by each pupil.

Midway School has always had more than enough textbooks and/or basic instructional materials for use by each student.

3. The school district has adopted a plan for the purchase of standards-aligned instructional materials in accordance with subdivision (a) but that plan indicated an alternative date for compliance that is declared in the request for additional time.)

We were planning on adopting the Reading/Language Arts standards-aligned textbooks and materials at the end of the school year. We usually adopt new textbooks at the end of the school year. That gives the teachers all summer to become familiar with it.

II. Assessment Information: STAR and local assessments in the particular subject matter 
Midway has always done well on STAR Testing. Last year our API was 804. I was very impressed by the teachers and the students. The student performance continues to go well.

III Summary Rationale: Request for an Alternative Date of Compliance for EC 60422(a)

In summary I think Midway School needs to delay the purchase of the Reading/Language Arts Textbooks and Supplementary Instructional Materials due to the lack of financial help from the State of California. Students are responding to the program in place- Open Court and Accelerated Reading (classroom, Library, Computer Labe). We do not want to change what has proven successful; arbitrary changes when finances are scarce are not appropriate.
