I. Responses to the Statutory Criteria for Waiver Approval:

EC 60422(c) The State Board of Education may grant the school district additional time to meet the purchasing requirements of subdivision (a) if the governing board of the school district demonstrates, to the satisfaction of the state board, that all of the following criteria apply to the district:

1. The school district has implemented a well-designed, standards-aligned basic instructional materials program.
Western Placer Unified School District beginning the process of an extensive English Language Arts Adoption review.  Publishers’ presentations at Placer County Office of Education will be followed by extensive review of materials, additional presentation by publishers at WPUSD, “mini-pilots” of materials, content standards review, review of STAR and local test scores, and numerous Language Arts Adoption Committee meetings.   All reviewed materials will be on the CA State approved 2008 Language Arts Primary Adoption and Intervention lists.  We will make our final recommendations in the 2009 – 10 school year.   However, we are concerned that state funds may not be available to complete the purchase of K – 8 materials by the November 2010 deadline required by the State of California.  Our current elementary language arts materials – Houghton Mifflin 2003 – California – is on the previous AND THE NEW 2008 state-approved English Language Arts Adoption list, is standards-aligned and has provided an excellent language arts curriculum for our students.  Our current middle school language arts materials – Holt Literature and Language Arts 2003 is on the previous state-approved English Language Arts Adoption list, is standards-aligned and has also provided an excellent language arts curriculum for our students.  We additionally use Moving Into English and Hampton Brown High Point as intervention curricula.
2. The school district, at the time of its request for additional time pursuant to this subdivision, has sufficient textbooks or basic instructional materials for use by each pupil.

A public hearing was held on September 2, 2008, was properly noticed, and public comment was invited regarding sufficiency of standards-aligned textbooks for all students in the Western Placer Unified School District, including English Language Arts.  At the subsequent School Board meeting, a resolution was passed to the effect that there are sufficient standards-aligned textbooks and instructional materials at each school in the district, including English Language Arts.
3. The school district has adopted a plan for the purchase of standards-aligned instructional materials in accordance with subdivision (a) but that plan indicated an alternative date for compliance that is declared in the request for additional time.)

This request is for a one-year extension of the deadline for implementation of new state-approved language arts materials relative to the 2008 English Language Arts Basic and Intervention Adoption State Board of Education Action of November 2008.  We would request an extension of the normal two-year window for adoption, extending that deadline to November 2011.  The final adoption recommendations will be from those on the approved CDE Basic and Intervention Adoption lists.  The approximate cost of implementing the elementary and middle school language arts adoption is $350,000 for the primary adoption; $75,000 for Intervention adoption.  IMFRP funds will be used for these adoptions.

Western Placer Unified School District STAR Test scores in the area of English Language Arts have consistently risen dramatically since the implementation of our current Houghton Mifflin and Holt curricula.  Student achievement has increased, with our English Learner subgroup meeting its AYP target through Safe Harbor.  Please reference the charts above and attached.  The District API rose 19 points from 768 in 2007 to 787 in 2008; all subgroups met their API growth targets for English Language Arts in 2008; all subgroups met their AYP targets for three of the last five years, with the exception of Students with Disabilities.
III Summary Rationale: Request for an Alternative Date of Compliance for EC 60422(a)

Western Placer Unified School District needs the delay in implementation due to budgetary constraints. At this time, it is uncertain whether the State of California will have sufficient funds to supply IMFRP monies to districts, which is the primary source of K - 8 textbook funding.  Our current English Language Arts programs adequately meet the needs of our students; our proficiency rates are within AYP guidelines for our significant subgroups; we have sufficient language arts/reading books and instructional materials for our students; we will have completed the adoption process for K – 8 English Language Arts by March 1, 2010.  We are prepared to implement the English Language Arts materials once the adoption decisions are made IF we receive the funding from the state, which at this time is uncertain.  Without state funding, we will not be able to meet the November 2010 implementation deadline.
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
