EC 60422. (a) A local governing board shall use funding received pursuant to this chapter to ensure that each pupil is provided with a standards-aligned textbook or basic instructional materials, as adopted by the State Board of Education subsequent to the adoption of content standards pursuant to Section 60605 for kindergarten and grades 1 to 8, inclusive, or as adopted by the local governing board pursuant to Sections 60400 and 60411, for grades 9 to 12, inclusive. Pupils shall be provided with standards-aligned textbooks or basic instructional materials by the beginning of the first school term that commences no later than 24 months after those materials were adopted by the State Board of Education.


	5. Desired outcome/rationale. Give a general description of what adoption you want to postpone and the reason:
Dublin Unified School District would like request the postponement of the adoption of new instructional materials both for K-8 mathematics and K-5 English Language Arts. Please note the district will complete the adoption of the 6-8 English Language Arts materials in 2009-10 and implementation in 2010-11.  K-8 mathematics would be extended from Fall 2009 to Fall 2010 and English Language Arts would be extended from Fall 2010 to Fall 2011.  If this waiver request is honored, the district will extend the use of our current standards-aligned, state approved textbooks from 7 years to 8 years.  This extension will allow DUSD to address the fiscal crisis.  
Due to the state fiscal crisis, DUSD is faced with many challenges which have caused significant changes in program and staffing.  The instructional services at the each level will be restructured in order to make the necessary budget cuts for the next few years.  DUSD test scores demonstrate the district’s commitment to teacher quality, standards-aligned instruction and assessment.  Our textbook adoption process is comprehensive, including review of essential standards, analysis of student data, extensive review of resources and multi-year implementation support.  
DUSD is currently fully involved in the first year of implementation of the new K-8 Science textbooks.  Our district has also recently equipped every K-5 classroom with a SMART board and every 6-12 classroom with tablets and projectors.  This equipment enhances instruction by providing students opportunities to interact in lessons and enriches the quality of instruction.  In 2009-10, DUSD would like to focus our limited staff development resources to support the science adoption implementation, initiate the 6-8 English Language Arts adoption and implementation and continue the integration training of technology in the classroom training.  Limited staff development funds and personnel, makes this focus extremely challenging if DUSD must also initiate the adoption process for K-8 mathematics.  The 12 month extension in mathematics necessitates a 12 month extension for English Language Arts to avoid the adoption of textbooks in two curricular areas occurring simultaneously.

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Attachment A: Desired Outcome/Rationale for Waiver

I. Responses to the Statutory Criteria for Waiver Approval:

EC 60422(c) The State Board of Education may grant the school district additional time to meet the purchasing requirements of subdivision (a) if the governing board of the school district demonstrates, to the satisfaction of the state board, that all of the following criteria apply to the district:

1. The school district has implemented a well-designed, standards-aligned basic instructional materials program.
DUSD has a comprehensive process for textbook adoptions.  In the beginning of the year, adoption committees are convened for each level (elementary, middle, high).  These committees review and analyze the content data and develop criteria aligned with the framework for the purposes of evaluating state approved programs that best meet the needs of our student population.  The piloting process includes an overview of essential standards, review of state testing blueprints and district assessment data, alignment with the adoption evaluation criteria and related to instructional pedagogy pertinent to the new resources (e.g., interventions).  The pilot committee then narrows the scope of the state adopted curriculum to 2 programs for the pilot.  Committee members inform and involve their constituent groups throughout the pilot.  After the pilot is completed, the group reconvenes and makes a final recommendation for a district wide adoption to the Board of Trustees along with recommendations for staff development to occur in subsequent years.
Mathematics K-8 (Proposed: Adoption Activities 2008-09 Implementation 2010-2011)
If this adoption is extended for one year, K-5 math materials will be implemented beginning 2010-2011.  DUSD was fully committed to purchasing instructional materials in mathematics until we were met with the fiscal challenges plaguing our state.  Committees of teachers and administrators from each school have been involved in the mathematics adoption activities since September 2008 and will make a final recommendation to the Board of Trustees in April 2009; however, we are not in a financial position to purchase the recommended textbooks at this time which leads to our purpose for making this request.  Next year the committee will work to determine staff development activities for the math adoption that will take place throughout the year to support the 2010 implementation of the newly adopted textbooks.  
English Language Arts (Proposed: Adoption Activities 20010-11 Implementation 2011-2012)
If this adoption is extended for one year, K-5 English Language Arts materials will be implemented beginning 2011-2012.  Committees of teachers and administrators will be involved in the K-5 English Language Arts adoption activities throughout the 2010-2011 school year.  The piloting process will include an overview of essential standards, review of state testing blueprints and district assessment data, alignment with the adoption evaluation criteria and related to instructional pedagogy pertinent to the new resources.  The committee will make a recommendation to the Board of Trustees in 2010-2011 and the implementation will begin during the 2011-2012 school year.
2. The school district, at the time of its request for additional time pursuant to this subdivision, has sufficient textbooks or basic instructional materials for use by each pupil.

DUSD has sufficient math textbooks and instructional materials for use by each pupil both in the classroom and homework purposes.  The district meets the Williams requirements in all core subject areas.

3. The school district has adopted a plan for the purchase of standards-aligned instructional materials in accordance with subdivision (a) but that plan indicated an alternative date for compliance that is declared in the request for additional time.
DUSD’s English Language Arts adoption timeline includes one school year for adoption committee activities, followed by the purchase and implementation of adopted materials at the beginning of the 2011-2012 school year. The mathematics timeline includes a postponement of purchase for one year to assist in addressing the fiscal crisis and target 2010-2011 as the implementation year. 

DUSD has a plan for the expenditure of IMFRP and Lottery Textbook Funds for the purchase of, replacement textbooks/materials as needed, consumable textbooks/workbooks and additional enrollment at grades and/or course levels as DUSD is a growing district.  The remaining IMFRP funds and all Lottery Textbook funds are allocated to fund K-12 adoptions.  Due to the fiscal challenges, the state has provided flexibility for IMFRP dollars therefore our district is proposing a portion of this funding be used to offset the reduction to the revenue limit to maintain quality instruction.
II. Assessment Information: STAR and local assessments in the particular subject matter 
DUSD’s Academic Performance Index (API) of 841 exceeds the state target of 800. All schools in the district have an API score above 800 with the exception of our continuation school. The percent of students achieving at the state target of proficient or above on the California Standards Test (CST) in the four core areas of English Language Arts, Mathematics, Science, and Social Science increased at most grades levels from 2007 to 2008.  The attached documents illustrate the percent of students scoring proficient and above for the 2007-2008 school year.

III Summary Rationale: Request for an Alternative Date of Compliance for EC 60422
Dublin Unified School District’s commitment to teacher quality and ongoing professional development is a major factor in DUSD’s student’s high performance on state indicators.  The adoption process in DUSD provides critical professional development for teachers, representing all schools within the district and all grade levels.  The mulit-year adoption activities require data analysis, standards review, new resources and planning staff development for other teachers within the district.
Since the district has standards aligned, State Board approved resources available from the last mathematics and English Language Arts adoptions for an additional year of use, DUSD would like to postpone for one year the adoption of new instructional materials both for K-8 mathematics and K-5 English Language Arts adoptions for an additional year of use to allow our district to address the fiscal challenges we are facing due to the significant changes in the state budget.
