Pupils shall be provided with standards-aligned textbooks or basic instructional materials by the beginning of the first school term that commences no later than 24 months after those materials were adopted by the State Board of Education.


	5. Desired outcome/rationale. Give a general description of what adoption you want to postpone and the reason:
The Fountain Valley School District would like to postpone the adoption of mathematics textbooks until the 2009-10 school year.  Currently students have the following textbooks:  McGraw Hill in Kindergarten, Houghton Mifflin in grades one through five, McDougall Littell in grades seven and eight and our algebra adoption is by Prentice Hall.  All staff have been in-serviced several times in using these adoptions.  Teachers have created pacing guides for each grade level that are reviewed each year.  Teachers use publishers’ tests, teacher-created tests and Action Learning Benchmarks to determine the progress of each student.  We also use Data Director to target those students that are not proficient in math in their grade level.  Each student has access to a textbook and supplementary materials.  We have sufficient texts for all students.  Extending our deadline to purchase math textbooks will allow our teachers to have a longer piloting time with new textbooks.  Many of our seventh and eighth grade teachers are participating in a math grant and are learning new strategies for teaching math.  Several of our teachers have begun training in Cognitive Guided Instruction in the area of mathematics.  This period of financial instability in California makes it imperative that we take our time in selecting the best mathematics textbooks for our students since each textbook is very expensive.  We have a mathematics textbook committee that is currently looking at all the approved textbooks and is selecting those publishers that we would like to pilot. 
The Fountain Valley School District would also like to postpone the adoption of English Language Arts textbooks until the 2010-11 school year.  We are currently using Houghton Mifflin as our ELA text for Kindergarten through fifth grade and Holt as our ELA text for sixth through eighth grade.  All staff has been in-serviced about using these textbooks.  Teachers have created pacing guides at each grade level.  Theme tests are given on a regular basis with the Houghton Mifflin series.  Teachers also use teacher-created tests and Action Learning Benchmarks to determine the progress of each student.  We also use Data Director in English Language Arts to determine which students are not proficient.  Teachers have worked in grade level teams to develop activities that go along with the texts.  There are sufficient texts and workbooks for all students.  The period of financial instability in California makes it imperative that we take our time in selecting the best English Language Arts textbooks available.  We will form an English Language Arts textbook committee to begin looking at approved textbooks in the 2009-10 school year and select textbooks to pilot and purchase in the 2010-11 school year.

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Attachment A: Desired Outcome/Rationale for Waiver

I. Responses to the Statutory Criteria for Waiver Approval:

EC 60422(c) The State Board of Education may grant the school district additional time to meet the purchasing requirements of subdivision (a) if the governing board of the school district demonstrates, to the satisfaction of the state board, that all of the following criteria apply to the district:

1. The school district has implemented a well-designed, standards-aligned basic instructional materials program.

Fountain Valley School District currently uses standards-aligned Houghton Mifflin Reading:  A Legacy of Literature and Holt Elements of Literature as the primary curriculum for Reading/Language Arts-ELD.  These programs are supplemented with Project Read Phonology, Core Literature, and ELD curriculum to ensure students receive standards-based instruction. K-5 ELD students use Hampton Brown and 6-8 ELD students use Visions from Thompson Publishing for an additional 30 minutes of instruction per day.  All teachers have received extensive training and site administrators conduct on-going observations of instruction to ensure fidelity of implementation.  Students identified as “struggling” are provided with standards-aligned instruction through Sopris West, Language! 
2. The school district, at the time of its request for additional time pursuant to this subdivision, has sufficient textbooks or basic instructional materials for use by each pupil.

The Fountain Valley School District has sufficient textbooks or basic instructional materials for use by each pupil.  We have never had a Williams Complaint violation.  We are purchasing Houghton Mifflin workbooks for the 2009-10 school year.

3. The school district has adopted a plan for the purchase of standards-aligned instructional materials in accordance with subdivision (a) but that plan indicated an alternative date for compliance that is declared in the request for additional time.)

An English Language Arts textbook committee will be formed in the 2010-11 school year.  They will look at all state approved English Language Arts textbooks and choose two to pilot in the spring of 2011.  We will then come to a consensus on our choice to purchase.  Staff development will occur in the summer of 2011 using our three staff development days.  The new English Language textbooks will be used beginning in September, 2011.  Our anticipated IMFRP funds are expected to be around $400,000.00.  The cost of the new adoption would be dependent on the textbooks selected by the committee

II. Assessment Information: STAR and local assessments in the particular subject matter 
Fountain Valley School District is the highest performing elementary school district in Orange County. 

Our ELA results for the past three years in STAR testing are attached.

III Summary Rationale: Request for an Alternative Date of Compliance for EC 60422(a)

The English Language Arts textbooks we currently use are excellent and we have textbooks and workbooks for every student.  The teachers have worked with these textbooks and like them.  They have developed activities and pacing guides to compliment the textbooks.  They are very comfortable with the materials and deliver high quality instruction using them.  Delaying the purchase of the textbooks will give the English Language Arts textbook committee ample time to review the approved texts and pilot them.
