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Attachment A: Desired Outcome/Rationale for Waiver

I. Responses to the Statutory Criteria for Waiver Approval:

EC 60422(c) The State Board of Education may grant the school district additional time to meet the purchasing requirements of subdivision (a) if the governing board of the school district demonstrates, to the satisfaction of the state board, that all of the following criteria apply to the district:

1. The school district has implemented a well-designed, standards-aligned basic instructional materials program.
Fruitvale School District has implemented a comprehensive and rigorous standards-based core curriculum, which is provided to students through SBE-adopted instructional materials. There is an extensive process in place to select SBE-adopted materials. Potential materials are piloted at each grade level throughout the District for four to five months. Pilot teachers are asked to evaluate the materials and share their findings with the staff and the Director of Curriculum. These materials are then displayed at the District Office for parents, teachers, administrators, school board members, and the community to review. Evaluations from the pilot teachers and all other reviews are compiled and shared with the staff, administration and Governing Board. Based on the input from evaluations and reviews, an adoption recommendation is made to the Governing Board. Once materials are adopted, ongoing review of both of the materials and instructional practices are made during regular grade level meetings, District Curriculum Advisory Meetings and District Leadership meetings.
2. The school district, at the time of its request for additional time pursuant to this subdivision, has sufficient textbooks or basic instructional materials for use by each pupil.

Fruitvale School District meets the Williams requirement that all K-8 students have textbooks in the core subject areas to use in the classroom and for homework [Education Code 60119].

3. The school district has adopted a plan for the purchase of standards-aligned instructional materials in accordance with subdivision (a) but that plan indicated an alternative date for compliance that is declared in the request for additional time.)

Fruitvale School District’s adoption timeline includes one full school year for pilot teachers preview and evaluation of materials followed by the purchase and implementation of adopted materials at the beginning of the following school year. Because of the uncertainty of state funds for instructional materials, our timeline for adopting mathematics and English/Language Arts materials will be extended for one additional year. Mathematics will be adopted for the 2010-2011 school year; English/Language Arts will be adopted for the 2011-2012 school year. 
II. Assessment Information: STAR and local assessments in the particular subject matter 
Fruitvale School District’s Academic Performance Index [API] is 833 which exceeds the state target of 

800. Each individual school’s API score exceeds 800. Additionally, all five of the District’s schools met
2008 AYP criteria. 
Grade levels scoring proficient and advanced on the Mathematics portion of the CST ranged from 52% to 

82% on the 2008 state assessment. In English/Language Arts, grade levels scoring proficient and 

advanced on the CST ranged from 57% to 73% on the 2008 state assessment. These percentages are 
significantly higher than the state and county averages.

District Mathematics and English/Language Arts Benchmark testing yields similar results to the California 
Standards Test results.

III Summary Rationale: Request for an Alternative Date of Compliance for EC 60422(a)

Mathematics materials were piloted by a group of teachers representing all schools and grade levels 

in the District during the 2007-2008 school year; English/Language Arts will be piloted during the 2008-

2009 school year. Additionally, specific planning regarding pacing guides, District Benchmark 
assessments, and professional development needs will be addressed in both subject areas by the District 
Curriculum Advisory committee and a subgroup of grade level teachers. 

Because of the uncertainty of the state budget for instructional materials, Fruitvale School District is 

requesting a one-year postponement of the adoption of 3rd – 8th grade Mathematics materials [to the 

2010-2011 school year] and K-8 English/Language Arts materials [to the 2011-2012 school year].
