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Attachment A: Desired Outcome/Rationale for Waiver

I. Responses to the Statutory Criteria for Waiver Approval:

EC 60422(c) The State Board of Education may grant the school district additional time to meet the purchasing requirements of subdivision (a) if the governing board of the school district demonstrates, to the satisfaction of the state board, that all of the following criteria apply to the district:

1. The school district has implemented a well-designed, standards-aligned basic instructional materials program.

There is a comprehensive K-8 instructional program in place with grade level standards for each grade.  The District program begins with letter and word knowledge at Kindergarten and culminates with a high level comprehensive language arts program at the 8th grade. Students achieve at a high level on both local and state assessments(see STAR results below).  

2. The school district, at the time of its request for additional time pursuant to this subdivision, has sufficient textbooks or basic instructional materials for use by each pupil.

All students have textbooks and/or other instructional materials as appropriate for their grade level. The current quality, quantity and condition of the textbooks/other instructional materials means that students will not be impacted negatively by a delay in purchasing new materials.

3. The school district has adopted a plan for the purchase of standards-aligned instructional materials in accordance with subdivision (a) but that plan indicated an alternative date for compliance that is declared in the request for additional time.)

The process to review English/language arts materials has been started in this second half of this 2008-2009 school year using county preview and information sessions as the starting point. The District has not yet determined what materials to pilot.  That process should culminate by the end of the current school year. Materials will be piloted at some point during the second half of the 2009-2010 school year but the purchase will be delayed until 2011. The extreme financial problems facing the State and the District require that the purchase process be delayed in order to make the best use of available funds.

III Summary Rationale: Request for an Alternative Date of Compliance for EC 60422(a)

The purpose of the delay is to preserve funds during this time of fiscal crisis.  Since the students are achieving at a satisfactory level with the current materials, the materials can be used for another year without having a negative impact on achievement.  At this time the District expects to purchase the language arts materials during the spring of 2011.
