      Comments (if appropriate):  The unit supports the waiver and the idea of waiting for the entire county to adopt ELA Curriculum in order to give our teachers the best opportunity to be exposed to the entire plethora of vendors, and not trying to independently choose our curriculum.  Last year many of the schools in San Luis Obispo County waived their math adoption, but Coast Unified went forward with its adoption, and the teachers believe we were disadvantaged in our selection for curriculum and are not entirely happy with the products adopted.

	5. Desired outcome/rationale. Give a general description of what adoption you want to postpone and the reason:

Coast Unified School District (CUSD) is requesting a one-year postponement of the adoption and implementation of new instructional materials for K-12 English Language Arts.  This would extend the use of our current standards-aligned, state approved textbooks from 6 years to 7 years.  This waiver would allow CUSD to address several issues:  

CUSD like all other districts in the San Luis Obispo County is undergoing significant changes in budget due to the State fiscal crisis and district declining enrollment.  As the county has prepared for major cuts from the state budget, the school districts in the county, as a whole, decided against moving forward with ELA adoption.  Curriculum fairs and vendor presentations traditionally sponsored by the county office of education were canceled.  CUSD felt it prudent to wait, with the other districts, in order to have the best opportunity to implement curriculum that is consistent with the county.  Articulation with our feeder district, Cayucos Elementary, is an important part of our strategic action plan.  Cayucos decided to postpone with the rest of the county which places them one year behind if CUSD moved ahead with ELA adoption this year.  Articulation between the staffs would suffer.  In addition, CUSD was one of the few districts that moved forward with adoption of Math curriculum in 2007-08 and many of the teachers believe the district did not have the best opportunity to examine all available materials due to the lack of a county-wide curriculum fair/vendor presentation.

CUSD’s state test scores demonstrate the district’s commitment to teacher quality and standards-aligned instruction.  Our textbook adoption processes are comprehensive, including review of essential standards, analysis of student data, extensive review of new resources, input from the community, and multi-year implementation support.

1. The school district has implemented a well-designed, standards-aligned basic instructional materials program.

Describe the district’s detailed plan in the subject matter for which you are requesting a delay. Expand as needed. K-12 English Language Arts (Proposed:  Adoption Activities 2009-10, Implementation beginning 2010-2011).  Committees of teachers, administrators and parents from the elementary, intermediate, and high schools will be involved in the K-12 English Language Arts adoption activities throughout the 2009-10 school year.  All elementary teachers, intermediate and high school English Language Arts teachers will be involved in a series of staff development activities during district-wide staff development days, site level staff meetings, elementary school site level grade level meetings, intermediate school site level course meetings, and site level early out and/or late start staff development days.  Our feeder district of Cayucos Elementary will also be invited to attend these trainings.  A steering committee comprised of administrators and key teachers from each grade level will meet during the summer 2010 to finalize staff development activities that will take place throughout the year to support the implementation of the newly adopted materials.

The district has implemented a well-designed, standards-aligned basic instructional materials program as evidenced by the success rates of our students on STAR, CST, CAHSEE, local measures, and CELDT.  The district believes in providing the highest quality curriculum for students and teachers to use, as well as, providing the best teacher training so that students are successful in the classroom.  With the acceptance of the proposed waiver, the district will be able to continue to offer the highest quality curriculum and will be able to strengthen articulation with our feeder district of Cayucos.

2. The school district, at the time of its request for additional time pursuant to this subdivision, has sufficient textbooks or basic instructional materials for use by each pupil.

 The district has textbooks for every student in all grades to use in the classroom and to uses for homework.  The district meets the Williams requirements in all core subject areas (Education Code 60119

Resolution was attached.

3. The school district has adopted a plan for the purchase of standards-aligned instructional materials in accordance with subdivision (a) but that plan indicated an alternative date for compliance that is declared in the request for additional time.)

Give your proposed alternative timeline to include all required adoptions for this year and the next several years as needed. Indicate the costs for each adoption and list annual IMFRP funds expected. CUSD’s Adoption Timeline (Attachment E) includes one school year for Adoption Committee activities, followed by the purchase and implementation of adopted materials at the beginning of the next school year.  The school district also has a plan for the expenditure of IMFRP and Lottery Textbook Funds for the purchase of newly adopted materials.  Each year, a portion of the district’s IMFRP Funds is allocated to schools for the purchase of consumable textbook/workbooks, replacement textbooks/materials as needed, and textbooks/materials needed for additional enrollment at grade our course levels.  The remaining IMFRP funds and all lottery Textbook funds are allocated to fund K-12 adoptions.  IMFRP and Lottery textbook annual allocations are not sufficient to fund the approximately $2.5 million needed for 

newly adopted textbooks K-12 each year of a major K-8 adoption.  For this reason, during 2003-04, 2004-05 when there were no core K-8 adoption expenditures, IMFRJP and lottery textbook funds not needed for high school adoption purchases and/or K-8 Health purchases were saved and carried over in anticipation of the burden of four K-12 core adoptions scheduled in succession beginning with social science in 2005-06.  A portion of the carry-over funds have also been earmarked for the purchase of mathematics intervention materials identified during the K-8 mathematics adoption process.


II. Assessment Information: STAR and local assessments in the particular subject matter 

CUSD is confident that its academic program in Reading/Language Arts/ELD is successfully allowing children to succeed as demonstrated in the API and AYP results in the most recent years.  The district API is 775 and each school is moving close to or has surpassed the 800 API mark in the last three years.  The areas where the schools did not reach their growth targets have been addressed this year through professional development and support in the classroom.  None of the schools in the district are in PI and all of the AYP Criteria was met for each school.  The percent of students achieving at the state target of proficient or above on the California Standards Test (CST)and CAHSEE in the areas of English/Language Arts increased for each category except two from 2007 and 2008.
