	The State Board of Education (SBE) is asked to receive and review the 2004 CELDT Annual Assessment Results and take action as deemed necessary and appropriate.


	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION

	The CELDT Annual Assessment results for 2003 were presented to SBE in March 2004.


	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES

	Federal law, the No Child Left Behind (NCLB) Act of 2001 (Title III) and State law California Education Code sections 313, 60810, and 60812 require a state English language proficiency test be given to students whose home language is not English. In 1997, Assembly Bill (AB) 748 authorized the CELDT. Senate Bill (SB) 638 Alpert (Chapter 678/1999) expanded and refined the legislative requirements.

The CELDT was developed to:

· Identify students as English learners (ELs)

· Monitor the annual progress of EL students toward acquiring English proficiency in listening, speaking, reading, and writing

· Be used as one of the criteria in the reclassification of students from EL to fluent English proficient (FEP)

For initial identification of proficiency, school districts are required to administer the CELDT to all students whose home language is not English and for whom there is no record of prior English language proficiency assessment, within 30 calendar days after they first enroll in a California public school. School districts also are required to administer the CELDT annually to all English learners until they are proficient in English.

The CELDT covers four skill areas: listening, speaking, reading, and writing. Students in kindergarten and grade one are assessed in listening and speaking. Students in grades two through twelve are assessed in all four skill areas. The CELDT is aligned to the English language development (ELD) standards adopted by the SBE in July 1999.

In May 2001, SBE approved cut scores for five proficiency levels: Beginning, Early Intermediate, Intermediate, Early Advanced, and Advanced. CELDT results show the proficiency level students attained in each skill area and overall.

CTB/McGraw-Hill, the current CELDT contractor, provided the California Department of Education (CDE) with preliminary annual assessment results for Year 4 of the CELDT Program.

Approximately, 1,344,091 students were administered the CELDT during the annual administration window of July 1, 2004 to October 31, 2004.
