Information to State-Approved Supplemental Educational Services Providers Regarding the Required October 1, 2007 End-of-Fiscal-Year Report for the 2006-07 School Year
This e-mail contains information about the submission of the required End-of-Fiscal-Year report due October 1, 2007 to the California Department of Education (CDE) from approved supplemental educational services (SES) providers. Currently, SES providers are asked to submit program and student data on the Supplemental Educational Services (SES) End-of-Fiscal-Year Data Report Form. The form is available online and is the only acceptable channel for submitting SES providers’ data. 

In an effort to simplify the reporting requirement, our office will be instituting changes to the SES online reporting system which will ease the burden of data reporting for 2006-07. Unfortunately, unforeseen delays in this developmental work have occurred. Title I staff expects that the SES reporting form will be available soon and you will receive an e-mail notifying you when the online SES reporting form will be accessible.
Under these circumstances, CDE will extend the reporting deadline beyond the October 1 deadline specified in the Title 5 SES regulations. The new deadline is Friday, February 15, 2008.

Reporting uniformity is necessary to allow Title I staff to analyze the data submitted as part of CDE’s mandated responsibility under NCLB to evaluate SES in the state. Therefore, you may not submit data in any other format than that accessible through the CDE-online reporting form. Please note that we will not accept reports or data submitted outside the online system as a means of fulfilling the annual reporting requirement.
