Willa,
        It was a pleasure speaking with you today. As we discussed, I am forwarding this brief description of the U.S. Department of Education’s Supplemental Educational Services (SES) Pilot being implemented this school year in Inglewood USD and several other school districts in the Los Angeles area. (Compton, Pomona and Long Beach)  
The Department has three main goals for this Pilot: (1) develop and implement strategies to build working relationships between faith-based and community organizations (FBCOs) and already approved SES providers, to deliver SES services in the district this school year. The premise for this being FBCOs have resources that may motivate existing SES providers to work with them. (e.g. facilities in a neighborhood that could be used as a tutoring site; available tutors and monitors; ability to assist with outreach to parents of eligible SES students, etc.); (2) develop and implement strategies utilizing the outreach capabilities of FBCOs to increase the number of SES eligible students in the district who participate in SES; and (3) implement and develop strategies to increase the number of students that complete their tutoring courses once they have selected SES.
Jerry Cummings from the California Department of Education recently contacted you and the other school districts regarding the SES Pilot. Jerry has been of great assistance to the U.S. Department of Education in making recommendations about the selection of school districts for the Pilot and contacting the districts.
As we discussed, the Department is well aware that we must move swiftly for this Pilot to have impact this fall. We certainly want to coordinate our SES efforts with Inglewood’s existing SES plan/strategy. I know with school opening last week the districts are extremely busy, so I really appreciate the time you took today to discuss Inglewood’s SES plan with me and sending me the list of SES providers who have confirmed they are serving students in Inglewood this fall.  

WestED is the Contractor responsible for implementing this Pilot. Noelle Caskey is the WestEd key contact person on the Pilot. Her office number is 415-615-3178 and I’m sure she will be speaking with you soon. Although WestEd is the Contractor, we are trying to lend as much help to them as possible, particularly because the parents SES selection time is upon us.
