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Page 28: 2007-08 Reservations for Title I, Part A, (Basic Grant), Funds
Page 28 identifies district reservations of Title I, Part A, (Basic Grant) funds before allocations to schools are made. The provisions reflected here are pursuant to federal guidance. If this page is completed, the “Final Adjusted Allocation” (Line 18) must match the “Adjusted Total Allocations” amount on Page 29, column H. Enter whole dollar amounts only. The reservations on this page are for activities or services that constitute direct services to students only and not administrative costs. The reservations for Lines 7 through 10 on this page are for direct services as well as indirect services to eligible Title I, Part A, students. The reservations on this page and allocations to schools and on Page 29 should constitute at least 85 percent of the Title I, Part A, allocation to the LEA. If an LEA is not receiving 2007-08 Title I, Part A, funds, check “This page is not applicable” box and move to the next page. 
New This Year/Tips for Success:
· New - Program Improvement (PI) school Choice and transportation reservation. If the LEA has reserved less than 5 percent of the Title I, Part A adjusted total allocation and has met the demand for school choice and transportation, documentation must be on file that the amount shown on this line was sufficient to meet the need all student requests.
· New - PI supplemental educational services (SES) reservation. If the LEA has reserved less than 5 percent of the Title I, Part A adjusted total allocation and has met the demand for supplemental education services, documentation must be on file that the amount shown on this line was sufficient to meet the need all student requests.

Note: If the combined total of lines 3 and 4 is less than 20 percent of the Title I, Part A adjusted total allocation, the LEA must have documentation on file that the amount reserved was sufficient to meet the demand of all student requests for both school choice and transportation and supplemental education services.

· New - For LEAs identified for PI, the LEA must commit to spend 10 percent of the adjusted allocation on the professional development needs of instructional staff for each year the LEA is identified for PI. Funds not expended from this reservation must be carried over to the following year for professional development of instructional staff. 
· Tip - Reference Line 7 Instructions for allowable activities and services that can be funded with these reservation funds for homeless children.
· Tip - Line 12 “Salary differentials.” Any salary differential costs that pertain to administrative rather than direct service staff should be recorded on Line 9, Page 27 “Reserved for administration.” 
· Tip - Do Not Reserve Funds from Carryover: Because reservations are not calculated on carryover funds, the instructions indicate that percentages should be calculated based on Page 27, Line 4, “2006-07 amount after transfer” rather than Page 27, Line 10, “Adjusted total allocation.”

Because the reservation of funds by an LEA, unless required by law, will reduce the funds available for distribution to school sites, the LEA must consult with teachers, pupil services personnel (where appropriate), principals, and parents of children in participating schools to determine the amount of funds needed to be reserved. This issue must also be part of the consultation with private school officials.

· Tip - Less Than 35 Percent Poverty Concentration: LEAs funding schools with less than 35 percent of their students at the poverty level must ensure that all Title I-funded schools receive an allocation that is at least 125 percent of the LEA’s allocation per low-income student and is calculated based on the total Title I, Part A, allocation, minus carryover (Page 27, Line 5), before reserving any funds on this page. For instructions on how to calculate the 125 percent per pupil amount, please see the instructions for page 29. The only LEAs not required to comply with the 35 percent rule are LEAs with a single school attendance area and LEAs with an enrollment of less than 1,000 students.

Frequently Asked Questions
1.
What are the requirements for equitable services to eligible private school children if an LEA reserves Title I funds off the top for district-wide instructional programs for public elementary and secondary schools?

If an LEA reserves funds off the top of its Title I allocation for districtwide instructional programs for public elementary and secondary school students, the equitable services requirement applies. NCLB Section 200.64(a)(2)(i)(A) requires that, if an LEA reserves funds for instructional and related activities for public elementary or secondary school students at the district level, the LEA must also provide from these funds, as applicable, equitable services to eligible private school children. The amount of funds available to provide equitable services from the applicable reserved funds must be proportional to the number of private school children from low-income families residing in participating public school attendance areas. 

Equitable participation of private schools does not apply to funds reserved for program improvement activities in program improvement schools (NCLB Section 200.64 [9][2][I][A]).
Example - Equitable Calculations for Districtwide Activities:
An LEA reserves $500,000 for a district-wide reading initiative. The number of public and private school children from low-income families residing in participating Title I attendance areas is 25,000. Five percent of the 25,000 children from low-income families attend private schools; thus, five percent of the $500,000 reservation, or $25,000, is available for equitable services for private school participants. Hence, the LEA has $475,000 for its public school district-wide reading initiative and $25,000 for Title I services to private school participants. The Title I program funded with this $25,000 must meet the needs of the private school participants but does not have to be identical to the district-wide reading initiative. The LEA must consult with appropriate private school officials to determine how these funds will be used to benefit private school participants. 

2.
Does the equitable services requirement in Section 1120(a) apply if the LEA takes funds off the top of its Title I allocation for summer school programs?
Yes. Since a Title I summer school program provides instructional services, NCLB Section 200.64(a)(2)(i)(A) would apply and requires the LEA to provide equitable services to eligible private school children. The LEA must base equitable services supported with the reserved funds on the proportion of private school children from low-income families residing in participating public school attendance areas. 

3.
How does an LEA determine the amount of funds to be used for parental involvement activities for parents of participating private school students? 

NCLB Section 1118 of Title I requires an LEA to reserve funds off the top of its Title I allocation to carry out required Title I parental involvement activities. NCLB Section 200.65 of the regulations requires the LEA to calculate the amount of funds available for parental involvement activities from the reserved funds based on the proportion of private school children from low-income families residing in participating public school attendance areas. (See explanation for Line 2 “Parent involvement.”)

Example - Equitable Services Calculation Related to Parental Involvement for Families of Participating Private School Children:

An LEA reserves one percent ($60,000) of its Title I allocation of $6,000,000 for parental involvement activities. The number of public and private school children from low-income families residing in participating Title I attendance areas is 25,000. Five percent of the 25,000 children attend private schools; thus, five percent of the $60,000 reservation, or $3,000, is available for equitable services for parents of private school participants. The parent involvement program funded by Title I must meet the needs of the parents of private school participants. After consultation with the appropriate private school officials, the LEA may conduct these activities independently or in conjunction with the LEA’s regular parent involvement activities.

4.
How does an LEA meet the equitability requirement for professional development?

If an LEA reserves funds under NCLB Section 1119 off the top of its Title I allocation for carrying out Title I professional development activities, the LEA must provide equitable services to teachers of private school participants from this set-aside. As required under NCLB Section 200.65, an LEA calculates these equitable services from the reserved funds in the proportion to the number of private school children from low-income families residing in participating public school attendance areas. Activities for the teachers of private school participants must be planned and implemented with meaningful consultation with private school officials and teachers. 

Example - Allocating Funds for Equitable Services for Private School Teachers:

An LEA reserves six percent ($360,000) of its Title I allocation of $6 million for professional development as required under NCLB Section 1119. The number of public and private school children from low-income families residing in participating Title I attendance areas is 25,000. Five percent of the 25,000 children attend private schools; thus, five percent of the $360,000 reservation ($18,000) is available for equitable services for the teachers of private school participants. The professional development activities funded by Title I must meet the needs of the teachers of private school participants. After consultation with the appropriate private school officials, the LEA may conduct these activities independently or in conjunction with the LEA’s professional development activities. Professional development funds set aside by PI LEAs (required minimum of 10 percent on line 5) are not subject to the equitability requirement.  
5.
Does the equitable services requirement in NCLB Section 1120(a) of the Title I statute apply to LEA set-asides for preschool programs?

The equitable services requirement does not apply to children attending private preschool programs because the state of California does not consider preschool to be part of elementary education. 
6.
Are private school children who receive Title I services eligible to receive supplemental educational services?

No. Only children from low-income families attending public schools identified for Program Improvement in Years 2-5, – not all children participating in Title I – are eligible to receive supplemental educational services.

Line 1
Adjusted total allocation: CADS will automatically insert the adjusted total allocation amount from Page 27, Line 10.

Line 2
Parent Involvement: 


 


Reservation: An LEA that receives a Title I, Part A, allocation of greater than $500,000 must reserve not less than one percent of its Title I, Part A, allocation to carry out the provisions of ESEA Section 1118 “Parental Involvement,” including promoting family literacy and parenting skills. The percentage reserved for parental involvement must be calculated on the basis of the LEA’s total Title I, Part A, allocation prior to adding in the carryover. This amount is found on Page 27, Line 4 (ESEA Section 1118[a][3][A]).
LEAs with a Title I, Part A, allocation of $500,000 or less must carry out the provisions of ESEA Section 1118, but are not required to reserve any specific amount from their Title I, Part A, allocation to do so (ESEA Section 1118[a][3]). 

If the LEA’s allocation is $500,000 or less, the box “No reservation is mandated” will be automatically checked.
Determining the Amount for Parents of Private School Children: 
An LEA must reserve funds for parental involvement activities for parents of private school children who participate in Title I, Part A. The private school funds are reserved from the amount the LEA has set aside for parental involvement. These funds must be reserved by the LEA before any allocation of funds to its respective school attendance areas and schools. The amount of funds reserved for these activities must be proportionate to the number of private school children from low-income families residing in participating public school attendance areas (NCLB sections 200.65 and 200.77). 
Example - Equitable Services Calculation Related to Parental Involvement for Families of Private School Children:

An LEA reserves one and one half percent ($90,000) of its Title I allocation of $6,000,000 for parental involvement activities. (Note that this is more than the required minimum of one percent.) The number of public and private school children from low-income families residing in participating Title I attendance areas is 25,000. Five percent of the 25,000 children attend private schools; thus, five percent of the $90,000 reservation, or $4,500, is available for parental involvement activities for parents of private school participants. The parental involvement program funded by Title I must meet the needs of the parents of private school participants. After consultation with the appropriate private school officials, the LEA may conduct these activities independently or in conjunction with the LEA’s regular parental involvement activities [Non-regulatory guidance: http://www.ed.gov/programs/titleiparta/parentinvguid.doc].
Amount Allotted to Schools for Parental Involvement: An LEA with an allocation in excess of $500,000 first must determine the percentage of its Title I allocation that it wishes to reserve for parental involvement activities under ESEA Section 1118. That percentage must be at least one percent of the LEA’s Title I allocation and may be more. The LEA then must set aside an amount for parental involvement of parents of private school children, based on the proportion of private school children from low-income families residing in Title I attendance areas, as explained in the example above and the paragraph “Determining the Amount for Parents of Private School Children.” The LEA then must distribute to its public schools at least 95 percent of the remainder, leaving the balance of the reserved funds for parental involvement activities at the LEA level. See the following paragraph for a discussion of how the LEA may allocate the funds among its public schools (ESEA Section 1118[a][3][C]).

Distribution of Funds to Schools: In distributing the amount of funds the LEA reserves for schools to carry out the parental involvement provisions of ESEA Section 1118, an LEA may use the same formula it uses to determine the per-pupil allocations for those schools or it may distribute those funds in another manner. An LEA may use any one of, or a combination of, factors; for example, it may choose to allocate funds to schools in improvement status; base its allocation on the results of the LEA’s annual evaluation of parental involvement activities; or make use of the CDE’s annual adequate yearly progress review of how its LEAs are carrying out their responsibilities for activities under ESEA Section 1118. 
Parent Input in Allotting Funds to Schools: The LEA must involve parents of Title I, Part A, participating children in decisions about how it allots to schools the funds the LEA has reserved for parental involvement activities. The involvement of parents should be in a manner consistent with the definition of parental involvement (see below). In terms of process and representation, an LEA may choose to use its districtwide parent advisory council (if it has chosen to establish one) to provide advice on this and other matters relating to Title I, Part A, programs (ESEA sections 1118[a][3][B] and 1118[e][12]).

Definition of Parental Involvement: The term “parent” includes a legal guardian or other person standing in loco parentis (such as a grandparent or stepparent with whom the child lives, or a person who is legally responsible for the child's welfare).

Parental involvement: The term “parental involvement” means the participation of parents in regular, two-way, and meaningful communication involving student academic learning and other school activities, including ensuring:

(A)
That parents play an integral role in assisting their child's learning

(B)
That parents are encouraged to be actively involved in their child's education at school

(C)
That parents are full partners in their child's education and are included, as appropriate, in decision-making and on advisory committees to assist in the education of their child

(D)
The carrying out of other activities, such as those described in ESEA Section 9101[31]. http://www.ed.gov/policy/elsec/leg/esea02/pg107.html#sec9101

Calculation of the 95 Percent: An LEA that receives a Title I, Part A, allocation greater than $500,000 may reserve an amount larger than one percent of its Title I, Part A, allocation (after transfers and prior to carryover), Page 27, Line 4.

Line 2. d: “95 percent of ‘Amount Remaining’” must apply to the balance of the one percent after funds for private school set-aside for parents have been deducted. According to guidance, if the LEA reserves an amount in excess of the required one percent, the 95 percent may apply to the balance after funds for private school set-aside for parents have been deducted, but does not have to apply to the amount in excess of the required one percent. 

The LEA may retain for districtwide parental involvement activities the full amount of any Title I, Part A, funds reserved for that purpose in excess of the required one percent. However, the requirement to allocate an equitable amount for the involvement of private school parents applies to the entire amount set-aside (ESEA Section 1118[a][3][C]).

Line 3
PI Schools School Choice Transportation: Enter the amount to be reserved from Title I, Part A, (Basic Grant) to pay for school choice transportation. 

Line 4 
PI Schools SES: Enter the amount to be reserved from Title I, Part A, (Basic Grant) to pay for supplemental educational services.
Note: 
Unless a lesser amount is needed, the LEA must spend an amount equal to 20 percent of the Title I, Part A, (Basic Grant) allocation. This percentage is based on the amount after transfers but prior to adding carryover. This amount is found on Page 27, Line 4. Of the 20 percent, five percent must support choice-related transportation, five percent must support the provision of supplemental services, and the remaining 10 percent may support the costs of either choice-related transportation or supplemental services. For further information, go to http://www.cde.ca.gov/sp/sw/t1/titleparta.asp. An LEA is not required to reserve the 20 percent from Title I, Part A. Title V, Part A, and other eligible local, state, and federal funds may also be used to meet an amount equal to 20 percent of the district’s Title I, Part A, allocation for those two purposes.


If the 20 percent reservation is insufficient to serve all eligible children whose parents request services, the LEA must prioritize services and provide school Choice and SES to the lowest achieving students from low-income families.


If the demand and expenditure for Choice and SES does not exceed the funds reserved, the LEA may reallocate the Title I, Part A funds reserved for this purpose to school sites or for district priorities as long as the demand for services was met. If funds remain and the LEA cannot document that the demand for Choice and SES was met, the LEA must carryover the unspent funds to the next year and add the amount to the next year’s reservation. 

Line 5
PI LEA: If the LEA has been identified as a PI LEA, enter a minimum of 10 percent of the total Title I, Part A allocation plus any carryover in this category from the previous year. Any funds that the LEA reserved for professional development in SY 2006-07, but did not use that year, must be carried over into SY 2007-08 and used for professional development activities. These carryover funds may not be used for other Title I purposes. In addition to the 2006-07 funds carried over for professional development activities, the LEA, if it is still identified for PI in SY 2007-08, must also reserve 10 percent from its SY 2007-08 Title I, Part A allocation for professional development activities. 


Funds reserved under this provision must be used to pay for the professional development activities of instructional staff that have been specifically designed to improve classroom instruction. LEAs may include in this 10 percent total the Title I, Part A, funds that PI schools within the LEA have reserved for professional development at the school level. However, the LEA may not include in the total the professional development reservation on line 6 (“highly qualified teachers and paraprofessionals”). The percentage is calculated based on the entitlement after transfers but prior to adding carryover. This amount is found on page 27, line 4.

Line 6
Professional Development: Enter the amount to be reserved from Title I, Part A, (Basic Grant) for professional development programs. Each LEA must spend a minimum of five percent of their funds on professional development to ensure that teachers who are not highly qualified become highly qualified. The percentage is calculated based on the entitlement after transfers but prior to adding carryover. It is found on Page 27, Line 4. No reservation is required if all applicable teachers meet the definition of highly qualified. See NCLB Section 1119, “Qualification for Teachers and Paraprofessionals” at http://www.ed.gov/policy/elsec/leg/esea02/pg2.html#sec1119.

Note: If an LEA reserves funds under this section, the LEA must provide equitable services to teachers of private school participants from this set-aside.

Line 7
Direct and indirect services to homeless children, regardless of their school of attendance. The LEA will reserve Title I, Part A, funds to provide comparable services to homeless children to ensure that each homeless child and youth has equal access to the same free, appropriate public education, including a public preschool education, as provided to other children and youth. This requirement to reserve funds is not determined by a formula. The amount reserved is to be determined by the LEA as appropriate. (ESEA Section 1113, “Eligible School Attendance Areas [c] Allocations [3] Reservation [A] homeless children…,”) For additional information, see http://www.cde.ca.gov/sp/hs/cy

Once the LEA indicates the amount of reservation for services to homeless children, there will be a comment box that will appear. The LEA will then need to describe the services that will be provided to homeless children using these reservation funds in that comment box. The allowable uses of these funds are as follows:

· Provide academic support as well as non-academic support to homeless students in non-Title I schools
· Provide activities other than direct instruction that promotes student achievement
· Meet basic needs (clothing, supplies, health) of homeless students 
· Support homeless liaison position
· Hire special teachers, aides, and tutors to provide supplemental instruction
· Reach out to parents in homeless situations
· Provide before-, after-school or summer programs
· Collect data on homeless students
· Provide emergency food while the student is in school, including breakfast, lunch, and snacks 
· Defray costs for medical, vision and dental expenses
· Pay fees associated with obtaining birth certificates or immunizations

· Pay the cost of General Education Development Test (GED) for homeless students
· Pay the cost of GED for homeless parents
· Provide transportation to and from after-school programs
· Provide transportation to and from the school of origin after the child becomes permanently housed
· Provide the cost of cap and gown to wear at graduation
· Provide the cost of class projects or field trips
Lines 8, 9, and 10 Background Information
NOTE: This section does not refer to funds associated with the Title I Part A and Part D Neglected or Delinquent Program where funds are generated by an “October” count of students that is submitted to CDE by LEAs.

ESEA Section 1113( c)(3) Reservation: A local educational agency shall reserve such funds as are necessary under this part to provide services comparable to those provided to children in schools funded under this part to serve -

“(B)
children in local institutions for neglected children; and


“(C)
if appropriate, children in local institutions for delinquent children, and neglected or delinquent children in community day school programs.

Line 8
Reservation for direct and indirect services for serving neglected students: Enter the amount of Title I, Part A funds needed to provide neglected students with services comparable to those received by students who attend Title I funded schools. Definition: Neglected students are those that are wards of the court due to abandonment, abuse or neglect by parents or guardians. These students reside in licensed 24-hour care facilities such as group homes and shelters.

Line 9 
Reservation direct and indirect services for serving delinquent children: Enter the amount of Title I, Part A funds needed to provide delinquent children with services comparable to those received by students who attend Title I funded schools. Definition: Delinquent students are connected to the juvenile justice system and reside in 24-hour care facilities such as group homes and correctional institutions.

Line 10 
Reservation direct and indirect services for neglected or delinquent children in community day school programs: Enter the amount of Title I, Part A funds needed to provide neglected or delinquent children in community day schools with services comparable to those received by students who attend Title I funded schools. Definition: Neglected and delinquent children in community day school programs are those students who reside in 24-hour care facilities, such as group homes, and are at risk of dropping out of school. 
Line 11
PI Schools - Teacher Incentives and Rewards (Maximum Five Percent): Enter the amount to be reserved for financial incentives and rewards to teachers who serve students in PI schools. This reservation is for the purpose of attracting and retaining qualified and effective teachers to PI schools. A maximum of 5 percent may be reserved. The percentage is calculated based on the entitlement after transfers but prior to adding carryover. It is found on page 27, line 4.

Line 12
Salary Differentials: Enter the amount to be reserved from Title I, Part A, (Basic Grant) for salary differentials for staff that are providing direct services to students. An LEA, rather than a school, may fund variations in personnel costs, such as seniority pay differentials or fringe benefits differentials. Salary differentials for administrative staff that are not providing direct services to students should be reported on Line 9, page 27 “Reserved for administration.” This policy would have to be applied consistently to staff serving both public and private school children throughout the LEA.

Line 13
Preschool: Enter the amount to be reserved from Title I, Part A, (Basic Grant) for operation of Title I preschool programs. See http://www.cde.ca.gov/sp/sw/t1/titleIpreschool.asp for further information and federal guidance.

Line 14
Summer School or Intersession Programs or Before and After School Programs: Enter the amount reserved for the authorized activities named. Note: If an LEA reserves funds under this section, the LEA must provide equitable services to private school participants from this set-aside.


Note: If an LEA reserves funds under this section, the LEA must provide equitable services to private school participants from this set-aside.

Line 15
Title I Capital Expenses Reserved for Private Schools: Enter the amount to be reserved from Title I, Part A, (Basic Grant) for capital expenses for private nonprofit schools (for serving eligible students). This amount is not for general district capital expenses.

Line 16
Assistance to Schools: Enter the amount reserved to provide assistance to Title I schools. The requirement for equitable services for private school students does not apply to funds reserved for activities and services in Program Improvement schools. If, in an effort to support preventative strategies for schools, an LEA reserves funds to provide support to public schools that have not been identified as PI schools, equitable services for private school students apply to the funds. The private schools must receive proportionate amounts of any amount of the “Assistance to schools” set-aside not used to provide activities and services for PI schools.

Line 17
Total (Sum of Lines 2 Through 16): This line will be automatically calculated by the CADS.

Line 18
Final Adjusted Allocation: This line will be automatically calculated. Line 18 is the amount that must be used for allocating Title I, Part A, to schools on page 29 and must match the total of column H on the line titled “Adjusted Total Allocations.”
