	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


The State Board of Education has previously approved waivers of this type for San Bernardino Unified School District and Glendale Unified School District.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Governing boards of each school district establish and define job responsibilities for certificated non-instructional employees (e.g. principals) and evaluate and assess the performance of those non-instructional certificated employees as it reasonably relates to the fulfillment of those responsibilities (EC 44662[c]). 
By extending the evaluation and written notification period from June 30 to not later than September 30 of the next school year, the governing board of San Gabriel Unified School District is including student testing data (as it reasonably relates to the progress of pupils toward the state board adopted academic content standards as measured by state adopted assessments) as an additional measure of accountability for its school site principals. 
The San Gabriel Unified School District is requesting EC Section 44663(b) be waived as follows:

In the case of a certificated non-instructional employee, who is employed on a 12-month basis, the evaluation and assessment made pursuant to this article shall be reduced to writing and a copy thereof shall be transmitted to the certificated employee no later than June 30 of the year in which the evaluation and assessment is made. A certificated non-instructional employee, who is employed on a 12-month basis, shall have the right to initiate a written reaction or response to the evaluation. This response shall become a permanent attachment to the employee’s personnel file. Before July 30 of the year in which the evaluation and assessment takes place, a meeting shall be held between the certificated employee and the evaluator to discuss the evaluation and assessment. 

The department is recommending that the SBE grant a waiver for June 1, 2008 to 
May 31, 2010, during which time the San Gabriel Unified School District may begin using student testing data as a measure of accountability for its school site principals. EC 33051(c) will apply.
