	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


The State Board of Education has previously approved timeline waivers for submission of School Assistance and Intervention Team (SAIT) reports.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Montezuma Elementary, Van Buren Elementary and Kennedy Elementary were deemed state monitored by the SBE at the September 2007 board meeting and the district was required to contract for a SAIT.
However, Stockton Unified School District has recently undergone district level administrative changes and as a result has two interim assistant superintendents who joined the district in November and are now supervising the School Assistance and Intervention Team SAIT process.

Due to some changes in the district calendar which included a two-week fall break plus the Thanksgiving and winter holidays, the granting of this waiver request will allow the SAIT sufficient time to thoroughly assess the schools’ instructional programs, determine strengths and needs and formulate Reports of Findings and Recommended Corrective Actions to help schools exit from state-monitoring status.

The department recommends approval of this waiver re-adjust the timelines described in statute from the original start date of October 13, 2007 to January 12 2008 to enter into a SAIT contract, and February 12, 2008 for the SAIT team to present an initial report to the board, and March 12, 2008 for the local board adoption of the report for Montezuma Elementary, Van Buren Elementary and Kennedy Elementary.
