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	Elementary and Secondary Education Act: Update Related to California’s Assignment of Sanctions and Associated Technical Assistance for Cohort 1 Local Educational Agencies in Program Improvement Corrective Action that are Assigned to Work with a District Assistance and Intervention Team.


Attached are lists of cohort 1 local educational agencies (LEAs) in corrective action which were assigned intensive or moderate technical assistance. Attachment 1 is a listing of these LEAs rank-ordered by an index weighted by 60 percent adequate yearly progress (AYP) variables and 40 percent academic performance (API) variables. Attachment 2 provides the same list of LEAs, but ranked by an index weighted 66.7 percent AYP variables and 33.3 percent API variables. 
In consultation with State Board of Education (SBE) Assessment and Accountability liaisons, CDE staff developed a methodology to rank order cohort 1 LEAs in corrective action assigned intensive and moderate technical assistance that focuses on improvement within the LEA. Five variables were used to rank order the cohort 1 LEAs and include the:

· Rank 2008–09 API Growth which represents the difference between the 2009 Growth API and the 2008 Base API. 
· Rank Difference Between 2009 Growth API and 800 which represents the difference of the State API target of 800 and the 2009 Growth API for the LEA.
· Rank English-language Arts (ELA) Percent Proficient Change from 2007–2008 which represents the 2009 LEA percent proficient minus the 2007 percent proficient in ELA.
· Rank Math Percent Proficient Change from 2007-2008 which represents the 2009 LEA percent proficient minus 2007 percent proficient in math.

· Rank Relative AYP Performance which represents the difference between actual performance and the statewide target for each subgroup that missed the percent proficient target as a proportion of the school-wide enrollment.
