	RECOMMENDATION


The California Department of Education recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) approve the recommendation of the Curriculum Development and Supplemental Materials Commission (Curriculum Commission) for the update of the Mathematics Framework for California Public Schools: Kindergarten Through Grade Twelve (Mathematics Framework), including the timeline, update plan, and Curriculum Framework and Evaluation Criteria Committee (CFCC) application.
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


· January 9, 2008: The SBE adopted new California Code of Regulations, Title 5 (5 CCR), governing the curriculum framework and instructional materials adoption process.

· November 8, 2007: The SBE adopted instructional materials in mathematics for kindergarten through grade eight.

· March 9, 2005: The SBE adopted the Mathematics Framework that includes the Mathematics Content Standards for California Public Schools: Kindergarten Through Grade Twelve (Mathematics Content Standards) and the criteria for evaluating instructional materials submitted for the 2007 Mathematics Primary Adoption.

· December 11, 1997: The SBE adopted the Mathematics Content Standards.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES 


California Education Code (EC) Section 60200(c)(6) requires that the evaluation criteria for an instructional materials adoption be provided to publishers at least 30 months in advance of SBE action on that adoption. EC Section 60200(b)(1) states that the SBE, 
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


“shall ensure that curriculum frameworks are revised and adopted in each subject area consistent with the six- and eight-year submission cycles.” Primary adoptions are six years apart in the four core academic subjects, including mathematics. The next adoption in mathematics is scheduled for 2013. 
To complete the next mathematics adoption by the end of 2013, the SBE needs to adopt the updated Mathematics Framework by May 2011. A timeline of proposed events related to the framework update is included as Attachment 1.
The update plan for the Mathematics Framework is included as Attachment 2. The plan outlines the major steps of the update process. It suggests changes to bring the Mathematics Framework and the criteria for evaluating instructional materials into alignment with other standards-based frameworks. The update plan also calls for inclusion of statutes and regulations affecting mathematics curriculum that have been enacted since the last update of the Mathematics Framework.
The CFCC application form is included as Attachment 3. Recruitment of CFCC members will take place from January through mid-May 2009. The SBE will appoint between 9 and 20 CFCC members. The CFCC will meet for five two-day meetings from November 2009 through June 2010. The CFCC will develop the initial draft of the updated Mathematics Framework for recommendation by the Curriculum Commission (November 2010) and then approval by the SBE (March 2011).

	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)


The cost to update a curriculum framework can exceed $400,000. This includes the expenses of the focus groups, CFCC, and public meetings of the Curriculum Commission and the Mathematics Subject Matter Committee. The expenses are also comprised of the contract for a primary writer; the costs of editing, formatting, and printing the document; and other costs associated with the procedures mandated in 5 CCR regulations for the adoption of curriculum frameworks. Framework development costs are partially covered by income from the sale of the previous framework.

Update Plan for the 2011 
Mathematics Framework for California Public Schools

Kindergarten Through Grade Twelve

The update of the Mathematics Framework for California Public Schools: Kindergarten Through Grade Twelve (Mathematics Framework) will involve the following major components: 

1. Focus Groups

The California Code of Regulations, Title 5, Education, (5 CCR), Section 9511(c) states, 
…the [California Department of Education] CDE shall convene four public focus groups of educators in different regions of California to provide comment to the [Curriculum Development and Supplemental Materials Commission] Curriculum Commission, the [Curriculum Framework and Evaluation Criteria] CFCC (if established), and the [State Board of Education] SBE.
These meetings will be held in April and May 2009 in four different regions of California. The focus groups will allow current classroom teachers and members of the public to submit comments before the actual work of the CFCC begins. A report on the focus groups’ discussions will be provided at the July 2009 meeting of the Curriculum Commission.

2. Scholarly Review

The CDE will send the current framework to mathematics scholars and invite them to identify areas in the framework where current and confirmed research calls for an update of the framework content. Their input will be considered by the Curriculum Commission and SBE during the update process. 

The CDE will also contract with a primary writer who will assist the CFCC in developing a draft document. The contract that the CDE is preparing for the primary writer will specifically request that applicants possess a familiarity with the latest current and confirmed research in mathematics education.
3. Recommended Areas for Updating the Criteria and the Framework

To improve the quality and depth of discussion in the Mathematics Framework, the CDE recommends updating the following topics or areas included in the framework:

· Alignment to other standards-based Frameworks – Bring the Mathematics Framework into alignment with similar information provided in the other frameworks by expanding the chapter and evaluation criteria on Universal Access (to include additional information about English learners [EL]).
· Algebra/Algebra Readiness – Bring the Mathematics Framework into alignment with SBE policy on statewide assessments. Specifically, if there is to be no assessment for an entire program, i.e., Algebra Readiness, should that program be included in the framework or evaluation criteria and should we ask publishers to develop such materials?

· Technology – Revisit the role of technology in mathematics education and revise the Mathematics Framework as appropriate.
· Standards – Expand the discussion of standards in the Mathematics Framework to clarify the roles of mathematical reasoning standards, key standards, and the standards required in the Intervention and Algebra Readiness programs.

· Guiding Principles and Key Components of an Effective Mathematics Program (Chapter 1) – Update and expand the discussion of “Achieving Balance Within Mathematics – Three Important Components” regarding basic skills, conceptual understanding and problem solving.
In addition, other sections may be expanded or revised based on focus group input, other public comment and guidance from the SBE.
4. Statutory Requirements

The framework update must also reflect changes in statute affecting mathematics curriculum that have been enacted since the last update of the Mathematics Framework. 

The Curriculum Commission and the SBE may also want to include information on other topics that are referenced in statute that are required to be included in instructional materials. This may be particularly significant for the chapter on the evaluation criteria. There are also areas of study that are encouraged within code that could be addressed in the framework update.
5. Curriculum Framework and Evaluation Criteria Committee
The CFCC application, timeline, and update plan will be brought to the SBE at its January 2009 meeting. Recruitment for members of the CFCC will take place over several months, January 2009 through mid-May 2009. Per 5 CCR, Section 9513(a), the CFCC application must be distributed at least 90 days before the date the SBE appoints the CFCC members. The CFCC applications will be brought to the Curriculum Commission in July 2009 for action on appointment recommendations. The SBE will appoint the CFCC members at its September 2009 meeting. 

Pursuant to the 5 CCR, Section 9511, a majority of CFCC members must be kindergarten through grade twelve teachers at the time of appointment. At least one teacher shall have experience in providing instruction to EL students, and at least one teacher shall have experience in providing instruction to students with disabilities. Also under 5 CCR Section 9511(f), teachers must meet the definition of “highly qualified” as defined by federal law (20 United States Code 7801[23]). 

The Curriculum Commission and SBE will provide direction to the CFCC on the scope of the framework update and may also provide instructions on topics to be included. Members of the Curriculum Commission, in particular the Mathematics Subject Matter Committee, will attend some or all of the CFCC’s meetings. 

It is anticipated that the CFCC will meet for five two-day meetings from November 2009 through June 2010. The CDE-contracted writer and Curriculum Frameworks Unit staff will ensure that the CFCC’s comments and suggestions are integrated into the draft document that is submitted to the Curriculum Commission. 
6. Field Review, Commission Action, 60-Day Posting Period, State Board Approval

Following receipt of the CFCC’s initial draft framework (June 2010), the Curriculum Commission will review the document and approve it for a 60-day field review. This action will require a special meeting of the Commission in July 2010. The field review, including an online survey, will take place during August and September 2010. In November 2010, the Curriculum Commission will take action on an updated draft framework that incorporates comments submitted during the field review. The version of the draft framework approved by the Curriculum Commission at the November 2010 meeting must be posted for at least 60 days regulations before action by the SBE, pursuant to 5 CCR Section 9515(c). 

Though the SBE must adopt the framework by the May 2011 deadline to meet the requirement that the instructional materials evaluation criteria be adopted no less than 30 months prior to the SBE’s final action on the adoption of instructional materials in that subject (California Education Code, Section 60200), the proposed timeline calls for the framework to be submitted in March 2011 to allow the SBE additional time, if needed, for final approval. 
The adoption for mathematics instructional materials is scheduled to be conducted in 2013.
