	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


This is the fourth petition that has been submitted to the State Board of Education (SBE) to use Instructional Materials Funding Realignment Program (IMFRP) funds for the purchase of special education materials. No specific policies have been adopted by the SBE regarding IMFRP petitions. The previous petitions were approved.

This is Fresno County Office of Education’s (Fresno COE) second request for a petition to use IMFRP funds to purchase special education materials; the SBE approved their prior request in September 2006. 
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


While no SBE policy currently exists for petitions under the IMFRP, language within the IMFRP in California Education Code (EC) Section 60421(d) specifically authorizes the SBE to grant waivers for the purchase of non-adopted materials with IMFRP funds.

The Fresno COE is petitioning to use IMFRP money to purchase materials from the attached lists for use in the county special education programs. The Fresno COE serves students with significant cognitive disabilities enrolled in special schools and special day classes. While these students are provided with a standards-aligned curriculum, they are in need of specially designed adapted materials to enable access to the core curriculum. 
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


The Fresno COE states that, as required by EC Section 60119, all students able to benefit from state-adopted texts have such materials. Thus, the Fresno COE is requesting permission to utilize $41,000 to $45,000 in IMFRP funds from each of the fiscal years 2008-09 and 2009-2010 to purchase reading, mathematics, and language arts materials for their special education students. 
The Fresno COE has provided a complete list of materials that they intend to purchase, and they have provided a standards map that indicates where these materials provide coverage of those content standards in mathematics and English-language arts that are assessed through the California Alternate Performance Assessment.
Demographic Information: Fresno COE serves 33 districts county-wide, providing services to 1,901 special education students, 609 of whom receive all of their instruction in special day class programs operated by the Fresno COE.
