	RECOMMENDATION


The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) approve the 2010 Follow-Up Adoption of Instructional Materials Schedule of Significant Events, establishing follow-up adoptions for Foreign Language, Science, Mathematics, and Reading/Language Arts–English-Language Development, 

and approve the draft applications for Instructional Materials Reviewer (IMR) and Content Review Expert (CRE). This recommendation is based upon the level of response to the publisher interest survey that was conducted by the CDE in October 2008.

	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


November 5–6, 2008: The SBE approved commencement of a 15-day public comment period for the Final Statement of Reasons regarding the California Code of Regulations, Title 5 (5 CCR), Section 9517.1: Follow-Up Adoption Regulations. New regulations took effect in February 2009, establishing the requirements for conducting a follow-up adoption, including surveying publishers to establish interest in participating in a 

follow-up adoption. Pursuant to California Education Code (EC) Section 60227(g), the results of the survey and a recommendation by the CDE to conduct follow-up adoptions shall be forwarded to the SBE for action at a public meeting.

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


The SBE is charged, under Article IX, Section 7.5 of the California Constitution, with the responsibility for adopting instructional materials for grades one through eight (1–8). 
Kindergarten (K) was added to the adoption by EC Section 60200. EC Section 60200(b)(1) calls for adoptions to occur “not less than two times every six years” for language arts, mathematics, science, and social science and “not less than two times every eight years” 

in other subjects. The first instructional materials adoption following the SBE adoption of new evaluation criteria is termed a “primary adoption” and creates a new adopted list of instructional materials. Any additional adoption conducted during the six- or eight-year

period is termed a “follow-up adoption” and is conducted using the same evaluation 
SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)
criteria as the primary adoption. A follow-up adoption adds instructional materials to the existing adoption list for the remainder of the list’s term. The last follow-up adoption was completed in 2005 for foreign language, mathematics, and reading/language arts.

The 5 CCR Section 9517.1 establishes the requirements for conducting a follow-up adoption, including surveying publishers to establish interest in participating in a 
follow-up adoption and submitting a recommendation to conduct a follow-up adoption to the SBE. In October 2008, the CDE conducted a survey of publishers to determine the level of interest of participation in follow-up adoptions in four subject areas: Foreign Language, Science, Mathematics, and Reading/Language Arts–English-Language Development (RLA/ELD). The survey was sent out to publishers of instructional materials and was also posted on the CDE’s Curriculum Frameworks and Instructional Materials Web page.

The results of the survey (Attachment 1) were as follows:

· Foreign Language: Four publishers are interested in submitting two Spanish programs (one for grades K–8 and one for grades K–5), one Japanese program (for grades K–8), and one Chinese program (for grades K–8).

· Science: Five publishers are interested in submitting five programs (three for grades K–8, one for grades 6–8, and one for grade 7).

· Mathematics: Thirteen publishers are interested in submitting fifteen programs (three for grades K–8, two for grades 6–8, one for grades 6–7, two for grades 
4–8, two for grades 4–7, four for grade 8, and one for grade 7).
· RLA/ELD: Eleven publishers are interested in submitting twelve programs (five for grades K–8, one for grade K-6, two for grades 6–8, one for grades 5–8, and three for grades 4–8).
Based upon this interest level, the CDE submits the recommendation to the SBE to conduct the 2010 Follow-Up Adoptions Schedule of Significant Events (Attachment 2) specific to the follow-up adoptions. In anticipation of this approval, and because the Curriculum Development and Supplemental Materials Commission (Curriculum Commission) does not meet again until July, the Curriculum Commission has reviewed and approved the Schedule of Significant Events and the IMR and CRE applications (Attachments 3–10). The IMR and CRE applications are identical to those that were previously approved by the SBE for the primary adoption except for modifications that were made to align them to the new regulations (5 CCR Section 9517.1). The review of submitted materials will be based upon the same SBE-approved evaluation criteria that were used in the primary adoption in each subject area.

	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)


5 CCR Section 9517.1(b)(5) provides for the collection of fees from publishers to offset follow-up adoptions costs. Preliminary assessment of cost for the follow-up is $434,800.

What is the role of an Instructional Materials Reviewer?

Instructional Materials Reviewers (IMRs) serve as advisors to the Curriculum Development and Supplemental Materials Commission (Curriculum Commission) and the State Board of Education (SBE) in the review of instructional materials submitted for adoption. IMR applicants (primarily teachers with direct classroom experience in teaching foreign language) are recommended by the Curriculum Commission and appointed by the SBE to participate in the review of kindergarten through grade eight (K–8) foreign language instructional materials submitted for adoption in California. A majority of IMRs, at the time of appointment, shall be teachers that have a professional credential under state law, and meet the definition of “highly qualified” under federal law and who have experience with, and expertise in, standards-based educational programs and practices in foreign language (California Code of Regulations, Title 5, 
Section 9512).
An IMR is assigned to a panel to review submitted instructional materials according to the same SBE-adopted evaluation criteria that were used in the 2003 Foreign Language Primary Adoption. IMRs evaluate the alignment of instructional materials with the content of the framework and the Language Learning Continuum and the qualities of those materials in the areas of program organization, assessment, universal access, and instructional planning and support. IMRs, in collaboration with Content Review Experts (CREs), who are subject matter experts, recommend instructional materials to the Curriculum Commission for adoption by the SBE. Each IMR/CRE panel will produce a document titled “IMR/CRE Report of Findings” that will be presented to the Curriculum Commission and the SBE on each program the panel has reviewed. All IMRs operate under the guidance and at the pleasure of the SBE and serve until the SBE acts to adopt or not adopt the submitted materials. 

For this follow-up adoption, we are only seeking IMRs with expertise in Spanish, Japanese, and Chinese.

What are the important dates?

Individuals appointed to an IMR/CRE panel will participate in up to three days of training, April 14–16, 2010, and four days of deliberations, July 13–16, 2010. Both the training and deliberations will be held at a location in Sacramento, California. Each IMR will conduct an independent review of the instructional materials submitted for adoption between April 2010 and mid-July 2010, and will share his or her findings at the deliberations with the other reviewers on their assigned panel.

Exception: As provided in 2 Cal. Code of Regulations Section 18730(b)(1), the definitions contained in the Political Reform Act of 1974 shall apply to the terms used in this Code except that neither the term "investment" nor the term "business entity" shall operate to exclude any private school in California, whether or not such school is operated for profit.

What is the role of an Instructional Materials Reviewer?

Instructional Materials Reviewers (IMRs) serve as advisors to the Curriculum Development and Supplemental Materials Commission (Curriculum Commission) and the State Board of Education (SBE) in the review of instructional materials submitted for adoption. IMR applicants (primarily teachers with direct classroom experience in teaching science) are recommended by the Curriculum Commission and appointed by the SBE to participate in the review of kindergarten through grade eight (K–8) science instructional materials submitted for adoption in California. A majority of IMRs, at the time of appointment, shall be teachers that have a professional credential under state law, and meet the definition of “highly qualified” under federal law and who have experience with, and expertise in, standards-based educational programs and practices in science (California Code of Regulations, Title 5, Section 9512).

An IMR is assigned to a panel to review submitted instructional materials according to the same SBE-adopted evaluation criteria that were used in the 2006 Science Primary Adoption and ensure that the content of materials is in alignment with the curriculum framework and content standards. The materials are reviewed for content alignment with standards, as well as program organization, assessment, universal access, and instructional planning and support, as defined in the evaluation criteria. IMRs, in collaboration with Content Review Experts (CREs), who are subject matter experts, recommend instructional materials to the Curriculum Commission for adoption by the SBE. Each IMR/CRE panel will produce a document titled “IMR/CRE Report of Findings” that will be presented to the Curriculum Commission and the SBE on each program the panel has reviewed. All IMRs operate under the guidance and at the pleasure of the SBE and serve until the SBE acts to adopt or not adopt the submitted materials.

What are the important dates?

Individuals appointed to an IMR/CRE panel will participate in up to three days of training, April 14–16, 2010, and four days of deliberations, July 13–16, 2010. Both the training and deliberations will be held at a location in Sacramento, California. Each IMR will conduct an independent review of the instructional materials submitted for adoption between April 2010 and mid-July 2010, and will share his or her findings at the deliberations with the other reviewers on their assigned panel.

What is the role of an Instructional Materials Reviewer?

Instructional Materials Reviewers (IMRs) serve as advisors to the Curriculum Development and Supplemental Materials Commission (Curriculum Commission) and the State Board of Education (SBE) in the review of instructional materials submitted for adoption. IMR applicants (primarily teachers with direct classroom experience in teaching mathematics) are recommended by the Curriculum Commission and appointed by the SBE to participate in the review of kindergarten through grade eight (K–8) mathematics instructional materials submitted for adoption in California. A majority of IMRs, at the time of appointment, shall be teachers that have a professional credential under state law, and meet the definition of “highly qualified” under federal law and who have experience with, and expertise in, standards-based educational programs and practices in mathematics (California Code of Regulations, Title 5, Section 9512).

An IMR is assigned to a panel to review submitted instructional materials according to the same SBE-adopted evaluation criteria that were used in the 2007 Mathematics Primary Adoption and ensure that the content of materials is in alignment with the curriculum framework and content standards. The materials are reviewed for content alignment with standards, as well as program organization, assessment, universal access, and instructional planning and support, as defined in the evaluation criteria. IMRs, in collaboration with Content Review Experts (CREs), who are subject matter experts, recommend instructional materials to the Curriculum Commission for adoption by the SBE. Each IMR/CRE panel will produce a document titled “IMR/CRE Report of Findings” that will be presented to the Curriculum Commission and the SBE on each program the panel has reviewed. All IMRs operate under the guidance and at the pleasure of the SBE and serve until the SBE acts to adopt or not adopt the submitted materials.

What are the important dates?

Individuals appointed to an IMR/CRE panel will participate in up to three days of training, April 14–16, 2010, and four days of deliberations, July 13–16, 2010. Both the training and deliberations will be held at a location in Sacramento, California. Each IMR will conduct an independent review of the instructional materials submitted for adoption between April 2010 and mid-July 2010, and will share his or her findings at the deliberations with the other reviewers on their assigned panel.

What is the role of an Instructional Materials Reviewer?

Instructional Materials Reviewers (IMRs) serve as advisors to the Curriculum Development and Supplemental Materials Commission (Curriculum Commission) and the State Board of Education (SBE) in the review of instructional materials submitted for adoption. IMR applicants (primarily teachers with direct classroom experience in teaching Reading/Language Arts–English-Language Development [RLA/ELD]) are recommended by the Curriculum Commission and appointed by the SBE to participate in the review of kindergarten through grade eight (K–8) RLA/ELD instructional materials submitted for adoption in California. A majority of IMRs, at the time of appointment, shall be teachers that have a professional credential under state law, and meet the definition of “highly qualified” under federal law and who have experience with, and expertise in, standards-based educational programs and practices in RLA/ELD (California Code of Regulations, Title 5, Section 9512). 

An IMR is assigned to a panel to review submitted instructional materials according to the same SBE-adopted evaluation criteria that were used in the 2008 RLA/ELD Primary Adoption and ensure that the content of materials is in alignment with the curriculum framework and content standards. The materials are reviewed for content alignment with standards, as well as program organization, assessment, universal access, and instructional planning and support, as defined in the evaluation criteria. IMRs, in collaboration with Content Review Experts (CREs), who are subject matter experts, recommend instructional materials to the Curriculum Commission for adoption by the SBE. Each IMR/CRE panel will produce a document titled “IMR/CRE Report of Findings” that will be presented to the Curriculum Commission and the SBE on each program the panel has reviewed. All IMRs operate under the guidance and at the pleasure of the SBE and serve until the SBE acts to adopt or not adopt the submitted materials.

What are the important dates?

Individuals appointed to an IMR/CRE panel will participate in up to three days of training, April 14–16, 2010, and four days of deliberations, July 13–16, 2010. Both the training and deliberations will be held at a location in Sacramento, California. Each IMR will conduct an independent review of the instructional materials submitted for adoption between April 2010 and mid-July 2010, and will share his or her findings at the deliberations with the other reviewers on their assigned panel.

What is the role of a Content Review Expert?

Content Review Experts (CREs) serve as advisors to the Curriculum Development and Supplemental Materials Commission (Curriculum Commission) and the State Board of Education (SBE) in the review of instructional materials submitted for adoption. CRE applicants must have a masters degree or higher in the field and five or more years of experience with, and expertise in, standards-based education programs and practices in the field or a doctoral degree and expertise in research on how reading skills are acquired.

A CRE is assigned to a panel to review submitted materials according to the same 

SBE-adopted evaluation criteria that were used in the 2008 Reading/Language Arts–English-Language Development (RLA/ELD) Primary Adoption and ensure that materials are accurate, aligned to grade-level content standards, and are based on current and confirmed research. As a member of a panel, a CRE reviews materials for content alignment with standards, as well as program organization, assessment, universal access, and instructional planning and support, as defined in the evaluation criteria. They serve as resources to Instructional Materials Reviewers (IMRs) who are primarily teachers with direct classroom experience in teaching RLA/ELD. CREs, in collaboration with IMRs, recommend instructional materials for adoption by the SBE. Each IMR/CRE panel will produce a document titled “IMR/CRE Report of Findings” that will be presented to the Curriculum Commission and SBE for each program the panel has reviewed. All CREs operate under the guidance and at the pleasure of the SBE and serve until the SBE acts to adopt or not adopt the submitted materials.

What are the important dates?

Individuals appointed to an IMR/CRE panel will participate in up to three days of training, 

April 14–16, 2010, and four days of deliberations, July 13–16, 2010. Both the training and deliberations will be held at a location in Sacramento, California. Each CRE will conduct an independent review of the instructional materials submitted for adoption between April 2010 and mid-July 2010, and will share his or her findings at the deliberations with the other reviewers on their assigned panel.

The Political Reform Act, Government Code Sections 81000, et seq., requires state and local government agencies to adopt and promulgate Conflict of Interest Codes. The Fair Political Practices Commission has adopted a regulation, 2 Cal. Code of Regulations Section 18730, which contains the terms of a standard Conflict of Interest Code, which can be incorporated by reference, and which may be amended by the Fair Practices Commission to conform to amendments in the Political Reform Act after public notice and hearings. Therefore, the terms of 2 Cal. Code of Regulations Section 18730 and any amendments to it duly adopted by the Fair Political Practices Commission, along with the Appendix in which officials and employees are designated and disclosure categories are set forth, are hereby incorporated by reference and constitute the Conflict of Interest Code of the State Board of Education, except as provided below.

Designated employees shall file statements of economic interests with the California Department of Education. Upon receipt of the statements of members of the board, the California Department of Education shall make and retain a copy and forward the original of these statements to the Fair Political Practices Commission.

Exception: As provided in 2 Cal. Code of Regulations Section 18730(b)(1), the definitions contained in the Political Reform Act of 1974 shall apply to the terms used in this Code except that neither the term "investment" nor the term "business entity" shall operate to exclude any private school in California, whether or not such school is operated for profit.
