	RECOMMENDATION


The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) review and take action on the publisher proposed modifications and changes to the SBE-adopted 2008 Reading/Language Arts–English-Language Development (RLA/ELD) Primary Adoption instructional materials in kindergarten through grade eight (K–8). 
The action is as follows: A motion to approve changes identified in attachments one through three as submitted by Holt McDougal, Houghton Mifflin Company, and Pearson Prentice Hall, respectively.  
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


November 5, 2008: The SBE adopted 33 programs for the 2008 RLA/ELD Primary Adoption. 
November 8, 2007, January 9, 2008, and March 7, 2008: The SBE appointed Instructional Materials Advisory Panel (IMAP) members and Content Review Panel (CRP) experts to review K-8 instructional materials.
November 8, 2007: The SBE approved the timeline for the RLA/ELD Primary Adoption.

April 16, 2006: The SBE adopted the evaluation criteria for the 2008 RLA/ELD Primary Adoption. 
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Statutory Requirements
The California Code of Regulations, Title 5 (5 CCR), Section 9517[k] vests the SBE with the following authority: “Instructional materials changed or modified after [the] delivery

date shall be disqualified from consideration in the adoption unless the changes or modifications are approved by the SBE.” 
· Edits and Corrections: On November 5, 2008, the SBE adopted instructional materials based on the Curriculum Development and Supplemental Materials Commission (Curriculum Commission) recommendations that included a list of minor edits and corrections required as a condition of adoption. To develop this list, the Curriculum Commission considered information in the IMAP/CRP Reports of Findings and responses from publishers regarding how they plan to make these corrections. A binder with this information was forwarded to the SBE office. Two Curriculum Commissioners, along with CDE staff, met with adopted publishers on November 17-19, 2008, to review edits and corrections subsequent to the SBE adoption.
· Edits and Corrections Submitted by Publishers: The Curriculum Commission recommendation for a program also included a review of publisher submitted edits and corrections. Curriculum Commissioners were assigned to review programs to ensure that these programs adhere to the 5 CCR, Section 9510[h] definition of 
edits and corrections. Their review included any edits and corrections that did not affect content. Two Curriculum Commissioners, along with CDE staff, met with adopted publishers on December 4-5, 2008, to review edits and corrections subsequent to the SBE adoption.
Only those edits and corrections that clearly met the definition of “edits and corrections” as defined in 5 CCR, Section 9510[h] were approved by the Curriculum Commissioners. After these meetings, publishers were notified of the results of the review and had the following two options:

1. Accept the Curriculum Commissioner review results and submit only the materials with the “edits and corrections” approved.
2. Present the proposed changes and modifications to the SBE. 

Three publishers have opted to present to the SBE additional proposed modifications and changes. Provided in three attachments, by publisher, are original and corrected pages. While Curriculum Commissioners did not have the official authority to approve these changes, they have reviewed and support them. 
· Final Print Edition of Adopted Materials: Final print materials reflecting revisions due to social content citations, edits and corrections, and approved publisher identified edits and corrections were submitted to the CDE by 
February 5, 2009, with the exception of those granted an extension by the CDE. 
	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)


The Instructional Materials Funding Realignment Program (IMFRP), California Education Code, sections 60420–60424, provides funding for the purchase of standards-aligned instructional materials, with a priority on the four core subjects of reading/language arts, mathematics, science, and history–social science. IMFRP funding for 2008-09 totals 
$417.5 million, or approximately $69.00 per student.
