	RECOMMENDATION


The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) approve applications from local educational agencies (LEAs) that have complied with required assurances for the Mathematics and Reading Professional Development Program (MRPDP) and sign the attached resolution to expedite payment for these LEAs. 
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


California Education Code (EC) Section 99234(f) stipulates that funding may not be provided to an LEA until the SBE approves the agency’s certified assurances. The standard procedure is for CDE to request SBE approval when LEAs submit an Application Form.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


As a condition of the receipt of funds, EC Section 99237(a) requires that an LEA submit to the SBE a statement of assurance certified by the appropriate agency official and approved in a public session by the governing body of the agency. LEAs participating in the MRPDP provide this proof of compliance with assurances by submitting a signed application. LEAs submitting a Request for Reimbursement Form additionally provide summary information regarding credentials held by each teacher who has successfully completed training. The amount for each LEA is determined by the reported number of teachers trained. Attachments 1 through 4 are a record of LEAs who have submitted Application Forms that have not yet been approved by the SBE.
	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)


The Legislature appropriated $31.7 million (General Fund) for the operation of the base program in fiscal years (FY) 2006‑07, 2007‑08, and 2008‑09. The Legislature also appropriated $18.75 million (General Fund) in FY 2007‑08 and $25 million (General

	I hereby certify that the following assurances will be met (legal requirements):

· The local educational agency (LEA) will contract with a training provider approved by the State Board of Education (SBE) or will itself become a provider whose curriculum has been approved by the SBE to provide the initial 40 hours of training for teachers.

· The LEA will provide each pupil with instructional materials that are aligned to the state content standards in English/language arts and mathematics.

· The LEA must provide each pupil with standards-aligned instructional materials no later than the first day of the first school term that begins 12 months or less after those materials are 1) adopted by the SBE in the case of instructional materials for kindergarten and grades one through eight, or 2) adopted by the governing board of the school district for grades nine through twelve. For LEAs that are piloting or evaluating instructional materials, those materials must be provided to pupils no later than the first day of the first school term that commences 24 months or less after adoption.

· Instructional materials used by LEAs for courses usually taught in grades kindergarten through grade eight, including Algebra, must be adopted by the SBE unless otherwise authorized by the SBE.

· Instructional materials used by LEAs for courses usually taught in grades nine through twelve, including Algebra II and Geometry, must be adopted by the governing board of the LEA. 

· Teachers who will receive training are those that provide direct instruction in mathematics, science, reading/language arts, or social science.

· A teacher must complete the initial 40 hours of professional development pursuant to California Education Code (EC) Section 99237 before he or she participates in the new 40 hours of professional development for teachers of English learners.

· Professional development for teachers will include 40 hours of initial training conducted by an approved provider, plus 80 hours of follow-up instruction per teacher. (The LEA may determine the format of the 80 hours of follow-up instruction.)

· The LEA will give highest priority to training teachers who are new to the teaching profession, who are assigned to high priority schools, who are assigned to schools that are under state sanctions as specified in EC sections 52055.5 or 52055.650, or who have recently changed teaching assignments. 




	ATTACHMENT A – Certified Assurances (continued)



	· LEA participation in this program will be approved, in a public session, by the local governing board of this LEA applicant.

· The LEA will retain all records related to the professional development provided to participants in the Mathematics and Reading Professional Development Program for at least a five-year period. These records include: (1) number of hours; (2) content area (mathematics or reading/language arts); (3) dates professional development taken by teachers; (4) names of providers and names of authorized instructional materials; and (5) attendance records for teachers.

· A copy of all waivers or requests to waive any program requirements will be filed with the Waiver Office of the California Department of Education (CDE).

· Legal assurances for all programs are accepted as the basic legal condition for the operation of selected projects and programs. Copies of assurances will be retained on site.

I further assure that the following reporting requirements will be met:

The LEA will provide all required data and reports to the CDE, on forms provided for that purpose, including but not limited to the following:

Final Report

· Number of teachers who received training, by credential type (Single Subject: English or Social Science; Single Subject: Mathematics or Science; Special Education; Multiple Subject: Elementary; Multiple Subject: Emergency; Single Subject Emergency: English or Social Science; Single Subject Emergency: Mathematics or Science; Single Subject Emergency: Special Education). Holders of emergency 30-day substitute teaching permits issued by the California Commission on Teacher Credentialing are not eligible to receive training offered pursuant to this program.

· Names of providers that received funds.

· By each provider, the number of teachers trained in mathematics and reading, respectively.

· Pre-program and post-program pupil achievement data.

	· Information on the effectiveness of the program, including (at a minimum) survey data gathered from program participants and follow-up survey data with participants’ school principals.
· To the extent possible, information on the teacher retention rate as associated with this professional development program for each credential type and/or subject matter. (At a minimum, must include sample data concerning teachers who are no longer in the profession.)

LEA will respond to any additional surveys or other methods of data collection that may be required throughout the life of the program. 
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
