	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


Many waivers of this type have been approved for schools too small to meet the school site council composition requirements of Education Code (EC) Section 52852.

These waivers are limited to schools that operate under a School-Based Coordinated Plan approved by their district and are only approved for two-year terms under the waiver authority of EC Section 52863.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Small schools find it very difficult to meet SSC membership requirements. Dunsmuir High School enrolls 106 students in grades nine through twelve, and employs eight classroom teachers. Three of the teachers coach after school athletics throughout the year, and are not available to serve on the SSC. It would require four of the five remaining teachers to serve continuously on the SSC in order to meet statutory composition requirements of the SSC. 
The district therefore, wishes to form an eight member schoolsite council at Dunsmuir High School composed of the principal, two teachers, one other staff member, two students and two parents or community members elected by parents. The California Department of Education recommends approval with these conditions.
