	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


State Board of Education (SBE) Policy #99-03, Physical Education Requirements for Block Schedules establishes criteria for granting waivers related to physical education instructional minutes for the purpose of implementing a block schedule. In July 2006, the SBE approved a revised waiver policy which strengthened the criteria for approval; this waiver meets the policy guidelines for that approval. Many waivers have been granted under this policy.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


EC Section 51222(a) established requirements for minimum instructional minutes of physical education, 400 minutes every 10 school days for pupils in grades seven through twelve. Block schedules that put the district out of compliance with the statute on physical education are often implemented without realizing that a waiver is needed. Commonly, these schedules are caught retroactively in a Categorical Program Monitoring (CPM) review; therefore in many cases the waivers are also retroactive.

The following schools in the Roseville Joint Union High School District (JUHSD) Oakmont High School, Granite Bay High School, Roseville High School, Woodcreek 

High School, and Antelope High School have implemented block schedules that do not provide each student with physical education instruction for a minimum of 400 minutes 
every 10 school days. 
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


Students are enrolled in physical education for only eighteen weeks of the school year, receiving instruction for 85-89 minutes per school day. This means that they teach physical education 425-445 minutes per school week (or 850-890 minutes each 10 days). Therefore the actual time that Oakmont, Granite Bay, Roseville, Woodcreek, and Antelope High School students are enrolled in physical education exceeds the minimum minutes requirement, if added on an annual basis. Department staff have looked at the bell schedules of all schools to verify this information.

When the district has been identified for a CPM visit by the CDE, a school granted a waiver of EC Section 51222(a) in order to implement a block schedule, shall have physical education reviewed as a part of the district’s CPM process. The California Physical Fitness Test data will be reviewed for school(s) who request a waiver, initially and on request for renewal of the waiver, to determine improvement or, at minimum, maintenance of students’ levels of health-related fitness. 

The department has worked closely with the school district to ensure that all criteria have been met to a high degree of completion. Roseville JUHSD has provided evidence indicating they have met the criteria for this waiver which pertain to:

· Total number of minutes each student is enrolled in physical education class.
· Evidence that it has developed a physical education professional development plan for teachers who deliver instruction in physical education at these schools.
· Evidence that students are enrolled in a minimum of 18 weeks for a total period of time of not less than 400 minutes each 10 school days.

· A plan set up to have students participating in a monitoring program during the weeks the student is not participating in a physical education course.
· Evidence that the school programs comply with the California Code of Regulations regarding physical education.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


· Students are participating in the physical performance testing as specified in the EC Section 60800.
· Evidence that alternate day scheduling will not work and has been thoroughly investigated.
The 2007-08 California Physical Fitness Report indicates that 52.4 percent of the district’s grade nine students exceed the recommended standards, meeting all 6 out of 6 fitness standards (which is over and above the required passing criteria of 5 out of 6) on each of the physical fitness test items. This indicates a 4.2 percent increase from their 
2006-07 results.

The department recommends approval of this waiver with the condition that it be renewed by June 30, 2010. Technical assistance from the department will be available to the district upon request; EC 33051(b) will not apply.

Demographic Information: For this waiver, Oakmont has an enrollment of 2,261 students, Granite Bay has an enrollment of 2,099 students, Roseville has an enrollment of 2,131 students, and Woodcreek High School has an enrollment of 2,057 students. Antelope High School is a new school and does not have demographics available. All schools are located in Roseville JUHSD in suburban areas of Placer County.
