	RECOMMENDATION


The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) take the following actions for one Program Improvement (PI) local educational agency (LEA) identified for Corrective Action as a result of the updated 2008 Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) data released on February 10, 2009: 

· Assign Corrective Action 6 (California Education Code [EC] Section 52055.57[c][6]) defined as instituting and fully implementing a new curriculum that is based on state academic content and achievement standards, including providing appropriate professional development based on scientifically based research for all relevant staff that offers substantial promise of improving educational achievement for high-priority pupils.
· Assign appropriate technical assistance per the objective criteria defined in EC Section 52055.57(d).
· Require the LEA to revise its LEA Plan or Plan Addendum to document implementation of the SBE-assigned corrective action. 
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


At the March 2009 SBE meeting, the CDE provided information regarding the progress made by the seven LEAs in PI Corrective Action assigned intensive technical assistance. 
At the January 2009 SBE meeting, the CDE reported on the feedback sent to 43 of the 44 2007-08 LEAs in PI Corrective Action on their LEA Plan/Plan Addenda along with the request to post their completed LEA Plan/Plan Addenda on a local Web site. 	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS (Cont.)


No additional corrective actions were recommended; none of the LEAs in PI Year 3 appealed any district assistance and intervention team (DAIT) recommendations. 
At the November 2008 SBE meeting, 50 LEAs in PI Year 3 in 2008-09 were each assigned Corrective Action 6. LEAs were evaluated for technical assistance based upon the pervasiveness and severity of their performance problems. Based upon the objective criteria, 26 LEAs were required to contract with a DAIT as they implemented Corrective Action 6. Twenty-four LEAs were required to access technical assistance to analyze LEA needs, amend their LEA Plan/Plan Addenda, and implement key action steps. 
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Since 2007-08, all LEAs in PI Corrective Action have been assigned Corrective Action 6 to build LEA capacity for school improvement. They have also received technical assistance to help identify, address, and remove barriers to student learning and strengthen district and school level systems for improved academic achievement. 
The sanction options are required under NCLB and implemented by California law, EC Section 52055.57(c) which states: “A local educational agency that has been identified for corrective action under the federal No Child Left Behind Act of 2001 shall be subject to one or more of the following sanctions as recommended by the Superintendent and approved by the state board: 
(1) Replacing local educational agency personnel who are relevant to the failure to make adequate yearly progress.
(2) Removing schools from the jurisdiction of the local educational agency and establishing alternative arrangements for the governance and supervision of those schools.
(3) Appointing, by the state board, a receiver or trustee, to administer the affairs of the local educational agency in place of the county superintendent of schools and the governing board.
(4) Abolishing or restructuring the local educational agency.
(5) Authorizing pupils to transfer from a school operated by the local educational agency to a higher performing school operated by another local educational agency, and providing those pupils with transportation to those schools, in conjunction with carrying out not less than one additional action described under this paragraph.
(6) Instituting and fully implementing a new curriculum that is based on state academic content and achievement standards, including providing appropriate

professional development based on scientifically based research for all relevant staff that offers substantial promise of improving educational achievement for high-priority pupils.
(7) Deferring programmatic funds or reducing administrative funds.”
The February 10, 2009, updated 2008 AYP results identified Santa Rita Union Elementary School District (SRUESD) in Monterey County as advancing in PI to Year 3. The pervasiveness and severity of the LEA’s performance problems were evaluated using the approach documented in Item 6 on the SBE’s November 2008 Agenda. The Web document can be accessed at http://www.cde.ca.gov/be/ag/ag/documents/nov08item06.doc. The LEA’s rank is 34, which would have placed it in the “minor or isolated performance problems” category had it been identified in November 2008 along with the rest of the cohort. 

CDE recommends the LEA be assigned Corrective Action 6 and required to revise its LEA Plan to document implementation of the SBE-assigned sanction. Consistent with the timeline implemented for the 2007-08 and 2008-09 PI LEAs in Corrective Action, SRUESD will be given 120 days from the assignment of the sanction (May 2009) to submit their LEA Plan/Plan Addendum to the CDE.
	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)


California EC Section 52055.57(d)(3) specifies the formula to fund LEAs in PI Corrective Action in the “minor or isolated performance problems” category at $50,000 per PI school. Based upon current data, SRUESD will be allocated $50,000.
