That the joint schoolsite council (SSC) will maintain the parity and composition requirements of California Education Code (EC) Section 52852 and will draw schoolsite council representation from both participating schools. 
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


Specific authority to waive SSC composition requirements is provided in EC Section 52863 for School-Based Coordinated Programs (SBCP). This provision allows the State Board of Education (SBE) to waive requirements of the School-Based Program Coordination Act that would hinder the success of school-based programs, but they must be renewed every two years. 

All waivers of this type have been approved by the SBE for schools with small numbers of students and; have a common site administration, curriculum, or other shared services or; have a geographic proximity or similar student populations pursuant to the SBE Waiver Policy: Schoolsite Councils for Small Schools Sharing Common Services or Attendance Areas. 

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Eureka Unified School District operates a small alternative school, Humboldt Bay High School, on a campus adjacent to Eureka High School, a regular high school. Humboldt Bay High School enrolls 40 students and employs two full-time equivalent teachers. The small size of Humboldt Bay High School does not allow it to meet the SSC composition requirement for 12 members. Humboldt Bay High School and Eureka High School share a common administration, and instructional program planning. The two schools also share teachers as needed to meet the needs of Humboldt Bay High School students.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)



The combined SSC will identify and address the unique student and program requirements at each school, and those program improvement needs common to the schools. 
Demographic Information: Eureka Unified School District is located in northern Humboldt County, California. Humboldt Bay High School has an enrollment of 40 students; Eureka High School has an enrollment of 1,600 students.
