The ATP requires the SBE to approve all program training providers and their training curricula. Applications to become SBE-approved providers are reviewed using 
SBE-adopted criteria. The criteria are in the document titled Module 1: Leadership and Support of Student Instructional Programs Administrator Training Program (ATP) content Areas 2, 3, and 4, which is located at http://www.cde.ca.gov/pd/ai/tg/documents/atpmodule1.doc, and Module 3: Instructional Technology to Improve Pupil Performance ATP Content Area 5, which is located at http://www.cde.ca.gov/pd/ai/tg/documents/atpmodule3.doc.
With the passage of SBX3 4 (Statutes of 2009), state ATP funds are considered flexible; however, federal Title II funds for this program are not. The No Child Left Behind Act of 2001, Section 2113 (c)(1)(A)(ii) requires "…principals have the instructional leadership skills to help teachers teach and students learn" (20 USC 6613 [c][1][A][ii]). The                                                                                                                            Budget Act authorizes the use of Title II state level activity dollars to assist principals in developing these skills. 

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


California Education Code, sections 44513 (b) and (c), state that local educational agencies that receive funding must use a training provider that has been approved by the SBE, and by using an SBE-approved training provider, participants fulfill the standards for a Professional Clear Administrative Credential.
