Specific Waiver – Independent Study five consecutive day requirement

Section 7

For programmatic reasons, the district is moving toward a four-day week. Next year, the high school will be on a four-day calendar with Friday’s given over to optional programming for students that will include activities such as business internships and community college courses (ADA will not be counted for these Friday activities).
For ADA purposes, students will not attend for five consecutive days and so this requirement will discourage students from entering into Independent Study contracts when they have an absence, planned or unplanned, for a week or more. In turn, this could affect their grades and could mean a loss of credit. We are requesting that the five-day requirement be waived or reduced to four days to accommodate independent study contract requests that are typically for one Monday through Friday week.

For the 09/10 school year, students in grades 9-12 will be attending classes Monday thru Thursday for 450 instructional minutes per day. The elementary school will be on a four-day calendar starting with the 2010/2011 school year.
However, all “regular” independent study students are going to be given packets for five days worth of work. Therefore, this waiver only applies to student on short term independent study.
