	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


At its August 25, 2009, meeting, the Advisory Commission on Charter Schools (ACCS) discussed the following issues:

· Regulations for revocation of charter schools approved at the district or county level

· Regulations for SBE-approved charter schools

· Regulations for SBE revocation of charter schools not authorized by the SBE

· Regulations for notifications of statewide benefit charter plans to locate in a county/district

· Regulations for mitigating factors impacting funding of nonclassroom-based charter schools

At its June 17, 2009, meeting, the ACCS acted to forward to the SBE a general policy of approving SB 740 funding determination requests for charter schools during the state’s current budget crisis. The ACCS seeks to establish predictability through the “reasonable basis” provisions provided for in regulations governing the nonclassroom-based funding determination process. At its August 25, 2009, meeting, the CDE informed the ACCS that the policy approved by the ACCS could only be enacted through the development of regulations. 

Representatives from the California Charter Schools Association (CCSA) provided ACCS members with a presentation on its “Improved Accountability System for Underperforming Charter Schools at the time of Renewal.”

An addendum containing academic performance information on SBE-authorized schools may be provided.
