That persons appointed by the court to represent the rights of incarcerated youth at the Trinity County Juvenile Hall Court School be eligible to serve as parent members of the schoolsite council (SSC) during the period of this waiver. Information shall be kept confidential pursuant to Welfare and Institutions Code 105, which states, “All otherwise confidential records and information acquired or reviewed by a Court Appointed Special Advocate during the course of his or her duties shall remain confidential and shall be disclosed only pursuant to a court order.”
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


Specific authority is provided in Education Code (EC) Section 52863 to allow the State Board of Education (SBE) to waive the SSC requirements of the School-Based Coordination Program (SBCP) Act that would hinder the success of the school-based programs. These waivers must be renewed every two years. 

A waiver of this type has never been heard by the State Board of Education. 
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


County juvenile hall court schools find it very difficult to meet SSC membership requirements. The minimum number of parent members required for a secondary schooolsite council is three. The Trinity County Juvenile Hall County School has a current student population of eleven, three part-time teachers, and one substitute teacher. Students attend the court school for short periods of time and parent participation in school activities is minimal. 
The court frequently appoints persons to represent the rights of students when parents are unavailable. These Court Appointed Special Advocates (CASAs) serve in place of 
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


the student’s parents. This waiver is requesting that such persons serving in loco parentis be permitted to serve as parent members on the SSC. Since CASAs are not parents, student information must be kept confidential. The Trinity County Juvenile Hall Court School (TCJHCS) SSC has approved this request. The California Department of Education recommends approval with the above conditions.
