General Waiver Request for the Madera County Office of Education (CD Code 20-10207)

6.  EC 62002.5. (Sunset provision)


Parent advisory committees and school site councils which are in existence pursuant to statutes or regulations as of January 1, 1979, shall continue subsequent to the termination of funding for the programs sunsetted by this chapter.  Any school receiving funds from Economic Impact Aid or Bilingual Education Aid subsequent to the sunsetting of these programs as provided in this chapter, shall establish a school site council in conformance with the requirements in Section 52012.  The functions and responsibilities of such advisory committees and school site councils shall continue as prescribed by the appropriate law or regulation in effect as of January 1, 1979.  

EC 52176(b)
Each school with more than 20 pupils of limited English proficiency shall establish a school level advisory committee on which parents or guardians, or both, of such pupils constitute membership in at least the same percentage as their children and wards represent of the total number of pupils in the school.  The school may designate for this purpose an existing school level advisory committee, or subcommittee of such an advisory committee, if the advisory committee, or subcommittee where appropriate, meets the criteria state above.

The following programs are under the direction of the Madera County Office of Education.  Steve Carney is Executive Director.  All administrators meet on a regular basis to review concerns, curriculum, etc.  Almost all schools are within a short distance from each other, although the two Chowchilla schools are 20 miles from Madera.
