San Luis Obispo High School (SLOHS) was non-compliant in our district’s last Coordinated Compliance Review (CCR) because their trimester system does not allow students to satisfy the requirement of Ed Code 51222(a).  Students attend physical education classes, Course 1 and Course 2, during two trimesters each in grades 9 and 10.  This is standard practice for secondary schools on the trimester schedule.

As part of our efforts to become compliant in this area, a District Waiver Committee, including school staff,  teachers’ association members, and administrators, held several meetings to discuss possible options.  The committee generated suggestions for the SLOHS staff, and some of those suggestions have been implemented, such as the addition of an elective physical education course and expanded access to elective physical education courses for 9th graders.
