	RECOMMENDATION


The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) approve the revised definition of Corrective Action 6 and assign Corrective Action 6 to all 30 Cohort 3 local educational agencies (LEAs) in Program Improvement (PI) Year 3 Corrective Action. 
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


In November 2009, the SBE adopted objective criteria described in California Education Code (EC) Section 52055.57(d) and, based upon that criteria, individually assigned differentiated technical assistance requirements to all 30 LEAs identified as 2009 PI Year 3 Corrective Action. In addition, the SBE directed the CDE to notify all 30 LEAs of their opportunity to address the SBE at the January 2010 board meeting regarding corrective actions the SBE is contemplating against them. 
At the September 2009 SBE meeting, the CDE: (a) notified the SBE that 30 LEAs had advanced to PI Corrective Action based upon the release of the Accountability Progress Report; (b) recommended that the SBE approve a revised definition of Corrective Action 6 in view of the categorical flexibilities in Assembly Bill (AB) X4 2 (Chapter 2, Statutes of 2009-10 Fourth Extraordinary Session); and (c) recommended that the SBE adopt a template for documenting progress of LEAs in PI Year 3.  

At the March 2008 and November 2008 SBE meetings, the SBE assigned Corrective Action 6 to LEAs in Cohorts 1 and 2, respectively, that had advanced to PI Year 3 Corrective Action in September 2007 and September 2008, respectively, and required each LEA to revise its LEA Plan or LEA Plan Addendum to document the implementation of Corrective Action 6. In addition, the SBE assigned differentiated technical assistance to each LEA based upon LEA need as determined by its ranking on objective criteria.
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS (Cont.)


In March and November 2008, Corrective Action 6 as assigned by the SBE was defined as:

· Instituting a new curriculum will require LEAs to provide complete sets of the most recent SBE-adopted kindergarten through grade eight (K-8) and standards-aligned grades nine through twelve (9-12) core and intervention materials to all students, and to ensure the use of such materials in every classroom. An LEA will only be required to purchase new materials of those currently in use if they are not the most recent mathematics (2007) or reading/English-language arts (2008) instructional materials or are not complete.
· Providing appropriate professional development based on scientifically-based research for all relevant staff can be met by ensuring that all teachers participate in Senate Bill (SB) 472 or AB 466 Mathematics and Reading Professional Development Programs, including SB 472 institute and practicum and that all school principals and vice principals participate in AB 430 or AB 75 Administrator Training Programs in the adopted English-language arts and mathematics materials in use in their schools.

· Full implementation of the curriculum can be ensured by fully implementing the nine EPCs for instructional success. While many schools and LEAs are familiar with the EPCs, as measured in grade-span Academic Program Surveys, staff analyses of state-monitored schools suggest that few schools are substantially or fully implementing the EPCs or fully implementing a curriculum. 
· Improving educational achievement can be satisfied by demonstrating improvement across four measures: percentage of AYP targets met, percentage of Title 1 schools in the LEA that are not in PI, relative growth in the Academic Performance Index (API) over time, and relative API performance. 
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


At the November 2009 SBE meeting, the SBE adopted objective criteria for each of the 30 LEAs identified as 2009 PI Year 3 Corrective Action and discussed the potential impact of imposing Corrective Action 6 or other sanctions pursuant to EC 52055.57 on the 30 LEAs in the current budget environment. Members of the public and various constituent group representatives expressed concern about the fiscal impact of requiring LEAs to fully purchase the 2007 mathematics and 2008 reading/English-language arts adoptions in light of the extraordinary fiscal context. The cost of purchasing the materials for these LEAs could range from approximately ten thousand to six million dollars depending on the materials purchased and number of students served.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


In addition, ABX4 2 (2009) amended California EC Section 60422.1 to provide LEAs with flexibility in the timing of local instructional materials adoptions until 2012-13. California EC Section 52055.60(a) allows LEAs flexibility in the use of funds under
California EC Section 42605, allowing all California LEAs, including those in PI Year 3 Corrective Action, flexibility for how funds in identified sections are used.
Corrective Action 6 is described in California EC Section 52055.57(c)(6) and Public Law 107-110: Subpart 1: Section 1116(c)(10) as: 
“Institute and fully implement a new curriculum that is based on state academic content and achievement standards, including providing appropriate professional development based on scientifically based research for all relevant staff that offers substantial promise of improving educational achievement for high-priority pupils.” (California EC Section 52055.57[c][6])
As an alternative to the definition used in March and November 2008, the CDE recommends that in light of current 2009 budget constraints, the definition of Corrective Action 6 should be modified as follows:

· Implement a standards-based/standards-aligned curriculum by providing:
a. SBE-adopted K-8 (2001 or later) and standards-aligned grades 9-12 core and intervention materials in reading/English-language arts and mathematics to all students 
b. Support for a coherent instructional program in all schools based upon full implementation of the SBE adopted/standards-aligned instructional materials in every classroom, including interventions as needed
· Provide appropriate professional development, including, but not limited to, materials-based professional development and use of effective instructional strategies.
· Ensure full implementation of the curriculum as measured by LEA support for implementation of the district assistance and intervention team (DAIT) standards adopted by the SBE in September 2009 and the nine Essential Program Components (EPCs) for instructional success at the school level. 

· Target the instructional needs of students not meeting proficiency targets, especially English learners, students with disabilities, and any high-priority students not meeting standards.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


In addition, if the SBE assigns Corrective Action 6 with this definition, each of the 30 LEAs will be required to revise its LEA Plan to document steps to fully implement the assigned corrective action. If Corrective Action 6 is applied, the LEA plan revisions would need to include any DAIT recommendations. Any LEA identified in September 2009 as in PI Year 3 Corrective Action with outstanding compliance items, as documented through the Categorical Program Monitoring process, must address these issues in its revised LEA Plan. Revised LEA Plans must be submitted electronically to the CDE at LEAP@cde.ca.gov by 5 p.m. on April 19, 2010.

Finally, in the event that an LEA wants to buy new instructional materials for an individual school or selected grade-spans within an LEA, the CDE recommends that the SBE approve waivers to allow this to occur.

	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)


The fiscal impact of this item is limited to local decision-making about the reallocation of resources to respond to any corrective action(s) the SBE may choose. In addition, consistent with both ABX4 2 and California EC Section 52059(e)(2), selected LEAs assigned to work with a DAIT may be required to redirect federal resources to ensure that recommendations can be implemented.
