The QEIA legislation requires schools to calculate class size averages based on either 2005-06 or 2006-07. Los Cerritos used 2005-06 as the base year and must reduce class sizes by 5 students or to 25 students, whichever is lower. The QEIA targets for Los Cerritos School are currently:

CSR Targets in 2009-10     During the 2005-06 and the 2006-07 school years, Los Cerritos School 
                                            hired additional teachers with one-time funds to reduce class sizes.                

  4th Grade: 20.2            The inclusion of these additional teachers in calculating the target
