	RECOMMENDATION


The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) approve the proposed template for the 2009–10 School Accountability Report Card (SARC) and the 2009–10 Local Educational Agency (LEA) Accountability Report Card and the 2009–10 State Accountability Report Card that will be published during 2010-11 school year. 
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


The SBE annually approves the SARC template in accordance with the requirements of state and federal laws. In July 2009, the SBE approved a SARC template that was used for SARCs published during the 2009–10 school year. 
There is no previous SBE action on the LEA or State Accountability Report Card.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


School Accountability Report Card
Each year, the CDE prepares for the SBE an updated template containing all the SARC reporting elements that are required by state and federal laws. LEAs may use the model template or may design their own report cards as long as all legally required information is included.

An optional executive summary for use by LEAs is comprised of SARC reporting elements designed to provide parents and community members with a quick snapshot of their school. The executive summary will be provided to LEAs as part of the SARC template package.
The Academic Progress Table in the optional executive summary was modified to include two additional pieces of information. The first new piece of information indicates if the school met Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) (yes/no). The second new piece of 
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


information indicates the total number of AYP criteria the school met and the total number of AYP criteria possible. (Attachment 1, page 2 of 3)

The following changes have been made to the proposed template for the 2010–11 school year (using 2009-10 data):

1. Quality, Currency, Availability of Textbooks and Instructional Materials – A field was added to indicate if the textbooks and instructional materials used by the school are the most recently SBE adopted or local governing board adopted materials. (Attachment 2, page 6 of 15)
2. Standardized Testing and Reporting Results by Student Group – Most Recent Year – LEA-level results were added to this table. (Attachment 2, page 8 of 15)
3. California High School Exit Examination Results by Student Group – Most Recent Year – LEA-level results were added to this table. (Attachment 2, page 9 of 15)
4. The API Growth by Student Group – Three-Year Comparison table has been modified. The 2010 Growth Academic Performance Index (API) score has been removed from this table. (Attachment 2, page 11 of 15)

5. The API by Student Group – 2010 Growth API Comparison table has been added. This table displays, by student group, the 2010 Growth API score at the school, LEA, and state levels. (Attachment 2, page 11 of 15)

6. National Assessment of Educational Progress (NAEP) data were removed from the template and the optional executive summary.

The CDE is recommending these changes to make the SARC more responsive to state and federal requirements. Specifically, the first topic referenced above was modified to more closely follow the requirements of state law and to allow the public to quickly determine if a school is using the most recently adopted instructional materials approved by the SBE or local governing authority. The second and third topics referenced above were modified to facilitate comparisons between school and LEA-level test results. Additionally, the U.S. Department of Education (ED) requires that the 
SARC include information in the aggregate and disaggregated for any additional indicators used to determine AYP. The API is the required additional indicator under AYP for all schools. Changes to the API tables, the fourth and fifth topics referenced above, support the ED requirement. Finally, because federal regulations (Title I regulations, Section 200.11) only require NAEP data to be included in the state and LEA report cards, NAEP data were removed from the SARC template. The CDE is recommending to the SBE at the November 2010 meeting the adoption of a 
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


stand-alone LEA report card. The required NAEP information would be included in the LEA report instead of the SARC.  
The CDE makes the template available on the Internet in both a blank format (without data) and in a format that can be downloaded with data (pre-populated template) for those reporting elements for which the CDE has data available (such as standardized 
test results). Although some information for the report card must be gathered locally, the CDE provides the majority of the data needed. Please note that all blank cells in the attached SARC template with data are pre-populated with data by the CDE. The CDE also makes available to LEAs the pre-populated template in Spanish, Chinese (simplified), Chinese (traditional), Korean, and Vietnamese.

Local Educational Agency Accountability Report Card

Public Law 107-110 Section 1111 (h)(2) requires LEAs to prepare and disseminate an LEA Accountability Report Card. Public Law 107-110 Section 111 (h)(3) allows the use of preexisting report cards so long as the preexisting report cards are modified to contain all of the information required under federal law. To meet the federal requirements, California incorporated federal requirements into the SARC template and the SBE has approved the SARC template on an annual basis.
During the past two Title I monitoring visits, the ED provided the CDE with findings around the SARC. Specifically, the ED found that while LEAs could produce the required SARC elements from data available on the CDE Web site, LEAs could not produce an LEA report card with all of the required elements. 
Because of these findings, the CDE recommends the creation of a separate, stand-alone LEA Accountability Report Card, in addition to the SARC. The CDE will provide all data elements required for the LEA Accountability Report Card and will post the LEA Accountability Report Card on the CDE Web site. The first LEA Accountability Report Card will be published in spring 2011 and will contain data from the 2009–10 school year. 
Public Law 107-110 Section 1111 (h)(2)(B) requires the LEA Accountability Report Cards to contain the following:
· Information on the performance of the LEA regarding whether it made AYP and whether it has been identified for improvement, including the number and percent of schools identified for school improvement and how long the schools have been so identified.

Information must be included on statewide assessments, high school graduation rates, teacher qualifications, other indicators used in each state’s definition of AYP, and the AYP status of all schools and local educational agencies in the state.

If approved by the SBE, the recommended action will result in ongoing costs for the CDE to prepare and publish the SARC, LEA Accountability Report Card, and State Accountability Report Card. All costs associated with the preparation of the accountability report cards are included in the CDE’s Assessment, Accountability, and Awards Division’s budget.
No costs would be imposed on LEAs and schools as a result of approving the LEA Accountability Report Card or the State Accountability Report Card. LEAs and schools will likely incur ongoing costs related to preparing and publishing the annual SARCs as required by law, although no new or additional costs would be imposed on LEAs and schools as a result of these actions.

The CSTs include English-language arts (ELA) and mathematics in grades two through eleven; science in grades five, eight, and nine through eleven; and history-social science in grades eight, and nine through eleven. The CAPA includes ELA and mathematics in grades two through eleven, and science for grades five, eight, and ten. The CAPA is given to those students with significant cognitive disabilities whose disabilities prevent them from taking either the CSTs with accommodations or modifications or the CMA with accommodations. The CMA is an alternate assessment that is based on modified achievement standards in ELA for grades three through nine, mathematics for grades three through seven and Algebra I and science in grades five, eight, and ten. The CMA is designed to assess those students whose disabilities preclude them from achieving grade-level proficiency on an assessment of the California content standards with or without accommodations. On each of these assessments, student scores are reported as performance levels. Section IV. Teachers
The federal Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA) requires that all teachers teaching in core academic subjects be “highly qualified” by the end of the 2006–07 school year. In general, the ESEA requires that each teacher must have: (1) a bachelor’s degree; (2) a state credential or an Intern Certificate/Credential for no more than three years; and (3) demonstrated subject matter competence for each core subject taught.

Section V. National Assessment of Educational Progress

The National Assessment of Educational Progress (NAEP) is a nationally representative assessment of what America's students know and can do in various subject areas. Assessments are conducted in mathematics, reading, science, writing, the arts, civics, economics, geography, and U.S. history. Student scores for reading and mathematics are reported as performance levels (i.e., basic, proficient, and advanced) and the participation of students with disabilities and English language learners is reported based on three levels (identified, excluded, and assessed). 

Sampling

Only a sample group of California's schools and districts participate in the NAEP testing cycle. Therefore, students in any particular school or district may not be included in these results. The NAEP reflects state test results and is not reflective of either the local educational agency or the individual school. 

Comparing National Assessment of Educational Progress Results to Standardized Testing and Reporting Program Results
Comparisons of student performance on the NAEP and student performance on the Standardized Testing and Reporting (STAR) Program assessments cannot be made without an understanding of the key differences between the two assessment programs. For example, the NAEP only assesses grades four, eight, and twelve and for long-term trends assesses grades nine, thirteen, and seventeen. Additionally, the NAEP only provides state test results for grades four and eight. 

The California Standards Tests (CSTs) are based on a different set of standards than the NAEP assessments. For example, the NAEP is not aligned with California academic content and achievement standards and, therefore, does not necessarily reflect the curriculum and instruction to which students are exposed in the classroom. The NAEP assesses reading and writing separately, while the CSTs assess English-language arts, encompassing reading as well as writing conventions, spelling, and grammar. 

Scores on the CSTs and other assessments are not directly comparable to those on NAEP. The averages and percentages presented are estimates based on samples of students rather than on entire populations. 

Finally, the questions students respond to are only a sample of the knowledge and skills covered by the NAEP frameworks.

The Standardized Testing and Reporting Program
The Standardized Testing and Reporting (STAR) Program consists of several key components, including the California Standards Tests (CSTs); the California Modified Assessment (CMA), and the California Alternate Performance Assessment (CAPA). The assessments under the STAR Program show how well students are doing in relation to the state content standards. The CSTs include English-language arts (ELA) and mathematics in grades two through eleven; science in grades five, eight, and nine through eleven; and history-social science in grades eight, and nine through eleven. The CAPA includes ELA and mathematics in grades two through eleven, and science for grades five, eight, and ten. The CAPA is given to those students with significant cognitive disabilities whose disabilities prevent them from taking either the CSTs with accommodations or modifications or the CMA with accommodations. The CMA is an alternate assessment that is based on modified achievement standards in ELA for grades three through nine, mathematics for grades three through seven and Algebra I and science in grades five, eight, and ten. The CMA is designed to assess those students whose disabilities preclude them from achieving grade-level proficiency on an assessment of the California content standards with or without accommodations. On each of these assessments, student scores are reported as performance levels. Academic Performance Index

The Academic Performance Index (API) is a score ranging from 200 to 1000 that annually measures the academic performance and progress of individual schools in California. The API is one component of California’s definition of Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP), required under the federal Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA). A procedure established by the ESEA was used to set the statewide API goal. The API goal under AYP will increase over time so that all schools are expected to reach 800 by 2013–14. The graduation rate is calculated by dividing the number of high school graduates by the sum of dropouts for grades nine through twelve, in consecutive years, plus the number of graduates. A procedure established by ESEA determined the statewide graduation rate goal.

The federal Elementary and Secondary Education Act requires that all students perform at or above the Proficient level on the state's standards-based assessments by 2013–14. In order to achieve this goal, local educational agencies (LEAs) and schools must make AYP by meeting minimum annual measurable objectives in English-language arts and mathematics. Schools and LEAs that do not make AYP for two consecutive years enter Program Improvement (PI). PI is a federal intervention program where schools and LEAs are subject to increasingly severe sanctions for each year they do not make AYP. The federal Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA) requires that all teachers teaching in core academic subjects be “highly qualified” by the end of the 2006–07 school year. In general, the ESEA requires that each teacher must have: (1) a bachelor’s degree, (2) a state credential or an Intern Certificate/Credential for no more than three years, and (3) demonstrated subject matter competence for each core subject taught.
