       Moreno Valley Unified School District (“District”) passed a general obligation bond in March 2004 (“Measure A”). Pursuant to Education Code Section 15278, the District formed its Citizens’ Oversight Committee (“COC”) in April 2004. The District appointed nine members to the COC in April 2004 and reappointed all nine members in April 2006. Therefore, pursuant to Education Code Section 15282, their two, two-year terms expired in April 2008. There are seven members remaining on the COC.  In December 2007 the District submitted a waiver request which was approved for a period between April 26, 2008 and April 26, 2009 (Attached as Exhibit “A” is Waiver #16-12-2007-W-13).  It was anticipated that through this waiver the COC would be able to close to final expenditure all bond proceeds from Measure A.  Unfortunately this has not been the case.  Approximately $350,000 in Bond Proceeds from Measure A remain.  Due to upcoming construction projects, the District is close to final expenditure of all bond proceeds, which is expected to occur in (October) of 2010. Aside from the difficulty in locating new members to serve for a short period of time, the District desires to use the expertise of the current members to complete the work for which they were originally appointed. The District desires to appoint these seven individuals to an additional term which will expire in December 31, 2010. This time extension will allow the District to: (1) finish expending the Measure A Bond Proceeds on construction proceeds in approximately (October) 2010; (2) allow the COC to complete their final performance and fiscal audits for the Measure A Bond Proceeds; and (3) allow the COC to receive the final audit report and render their final COC annual report. We believe that the above requested term extension should be sufficient to complete the COC’s work.
