Gompers Preparatory Academy (GPA) acquired Gompers Charter Middle School(GCMS) on July 1, 2010, to form a merged school serving grades 6-11 (through 12 in 2011-12 school year).   GPA served grades 9-10 in 2008-09 school year and, as a result of the merger, will be adding grades 6, 7, 8, and 11 for the 2010-11 school year.  If, in calculating the advanced apportionment for the 2010-11 school year, the average daily attendance funded for our new grade levels (6, 7, 8, and 11) shall not exceed the portion of the certified average daily attendance at the second principal apportionment for the prior year that was attributable to pupils in the highest grade served by the charter school (grade 10), GPA will receive advanced apportionments that are not reflective of the actual number of students we will serve.

Until the P1 ADA report is certified by CDE (Feb 2011), new grades for GPA will be funded according to the highest grade level on the GPA 09-10 P2 ADA, Grade 10 at 86.86 ADA. Funding at 86.86 for grades 7 and 8 will be problematic since grade 7 is budgeted to have 240 ADA and grade 8 is budgeted to have 188 ADA. (Please see charts below for further clarification)

While GPA will eventually get the funds for the total ADA of the school, the issue of not receiving funds in the advance apportionments will result in a cash flow hardship to the school. Additionally, more cash flow deferrals at the end of the 10-11 school year means the funds will not arrive at the school until July, August, and September 2011.  The more GPA can get in the two advance apportionments, the more cash available for the school during the year.  Without this waiver, the school will most likely need to borrow  money through interest-bearing loans, which will add to the school’s financial obligations.
