The California Department of Education recommends that the joint schoolsite council (SSC), which will serve during the period of this waiver, will be composed of sixteen members: one shared administrator; two classroom teachers, one other staff member, and four parents or other community members from Tulelake Elementary School (ES); two classroom teachers and three parents or community members from Newell ES; and one classroom teacher, one other staff member, and one parent or community member from Modoc County Community School (CS) Tulelake.
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


Specific authority is provided in Education Code (EC) Section 52863 to allow the State Board of Education (SBE) to waive the SSC requirements of the School-Based Coordination Program (SBCP) Act that would hinder the success of school-based programs. These waivers must be renewed every two years. This is a renewal waiver. 
Pursuant to the SBE Waiver Policy, Schoolsite Councils for Small Schools Sharing Common Services or Attendance Areas, available at http://www.cde.ca.gov/re/lr/wr/documents/schoolsitepolicyr.doc, schools must have small numbers of students and teachers and a common site administration, curriculum, or other shared services; or have a geographic proximity or similar student populations.
All waivers of this type have been approved by the SBE for schools too small to meet the SSC composition requirements of Education Code (EC) Section 52852, based upon analysis of the circumstances. However, the population of two of these schools is above the limit of the policy criteria, and therefore must go to the Action Agenda of SBE. 

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Tulelake ES enrolls 170 students in grades three through six and employs 12 classroom teachers. Newell ES enrolls 122 students in kindergarten through grade two and employs seven classroom teachers. Modoc County CS Tulelake enrolls two students in kindergarten through grade six and employs one classroom teacher. The Modoc County CS Tulelake is housed on the Tulelake ES campus. The students from Modoc County CS Tulelake are from Tulelake ES and Newell ES and usually return to their schools of origin within a few months. Tulelake ES and Newell ES share an administrator, have common curriculum, and share other services. 

The Tulelake Basin SSC has approved this request. The Department recommends approval of the waiver with the above conditions.
