The purpose of this waiver is to allow Earl F. Johnson High School (EFJ) and Hanford Night Continuation (HNC) to complete a joint Singe Plan for Student Achievement.   These schools share common services, attendance areas, and other characteristics.       schoolsite council  (KJN)
EFJ has its own Principal.  Approximately 125 students attend EFJ, which is staffed with 7 full time teachers. EFJ Continuation High School offers students in grades 10-12 increased opportunities for academic success in smaller class settings. EFJ students take the same core curriculum as students at the comprehensive high schools and take mastery tests to gauge progress.  EFJ Continuation High School moved to its current location in 1994. The original building contains four classrooms, a cafeteria and administrative offices. In 2002, four modular classrooms were added to the site. In addition to buildings, EFJ has outdoor basketball courts and grass-covered grounds for use during physical education classes. 
HNC is staffed with one Principal and 7 teachers, who provide instruction to approximately 75 students.  The majority of these teachers are employed during the day at one of HJUHSD’s comprehensive high schools.  All of the teachers in HNC are paid hourly.   HJUHSD's Night Continuation High School is housed at Earl F. Johnson Continuation High School.  HNC students take the same core curriculum as students at the comprehensive high schools and take mastery tests to gauge progress.  

Both schools have a similar population that is comprise of student who are typically off track for graduation and have exhibited attendance problems.  Students must earn 220 units to get a diploma from HNC or EFJ.  Students and teachers of both schools share materials, supplies, and equipment.
