Mulberry School went from an API of 767 to 838 in 2010.  The school grew more than 71 points for the year, and met all AYP targets.
The school border schools outside the district with lower API ranks that are not on the list.  Consequently, it would be confusing to parents to receive letters from these three schools when several of the neighboring schools outside the district (with lower APIs) are not required to send out notices.
