El Cajon Valley High School is seeking a general waiver of portions of the California Education Code, Section 51222(a), related to the statutory minimum of 400 minutes of physical education required each ten days for grades nine through 12 in order to continue to implement a block schedule at El Cajon Valley High School.  El Cajon Valley High School has operated under a 4x4 block quarter schedule for the past eleven years. Last year, while preparing for an upcoming Categorical Program Monitoring cycle we were informed of the physical education requirements laid out in EC  51222(a) and that El Cajon Valley High School may be out of compliance. Currently, El Cajon Valley High School students attend physical education courses for 18 weeks during the first term of the school year and 18 weeks during the second term of the school year.  During their enrollment in physical education classes, students attend P.E. classes for 860 minutes every 10 school days.  El Cajon Valley High School has focused school improvement efforts around improving student achievement as measured by the API and AYP. The block scheduling allows for increased flexibility in providing extended learning opportunities. Student achievement has increased as indicated by both state and federal achievement data. Additionally, we experienced an increase of 2.6% in the rate of students meeting the ninth grade physical fitness test (Fitness Gram) during the 2009-2010 school year.
