	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


On behalf of all eligible local educational agencies (LEAs), the California Department of Education (CDE) and the State Board of Education (SBE) jointly submitted two waiver requests to the U.S. Department of Education (ED), which were approved by ED in December 2010.
The waiver requests from LEAs pertaining to Title I, Part A of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA) statutory requirements are submitted for SBE consideration. These waivers are submitted through an online process, so no hard copy is available.
The CDE released the waiver request application to LEAs on December 31, 2010. The original due date for the application was January 28, 2011. This deadline was extended to February 15, 2011 due to the updating of school and LEA Program Improvement status based on final revision to 2010 AYP data on February 2, 2011. A total of
fifty-eight waiver applications were received.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


The specific available waiver requests for the 2010-11 fiscal year are as follows:
· To allow local educational agencies (LEAs) to offer supplemental educational services (SES) to eligible students in Title I schools in program improvement (PI) Year 1 (a year earlier than the law normally requires), in addition to offering public school choice (Choice) options to students in PI schools, and to count the 
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


     costs of providing SES to those students toward meeting the LEA’s 20 percent 
     obligation.
· To exempt LEAs from the requirement to provide parents of eligible students with notice of their Choice options at least 14 days before the start of the school year. This waiver would apply only with respect to students in schools that are newly identified for PI for the 2010–11 school year and students attending Title l high schools that could exit PI for the 2010–11 school year, but do not do so.
The Department recommends approval of these waivers.
Authority for Waiver: ESEA Section 9401 and letter from the U.S. Secretary of Education dated December 7, 2010.
Period of request: July 1, 2010, to June 30, 2011
	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)


There will be significant fiscal impact from the approval of the waiver to allow schools in Year 1 of Program Improvement to offer SES. LEAs that receive this waiver will be able to count the expenditures for SES in PI Year 1 towards the required 20 percent set aside for Choice/SES.
