Proposed Goals for 2015
1. Continue the revision of the 2016 Science Framework for California Public Schools: Kindergarten Through Grade Twelve, including overseeing the completion of the work of the Science CFCC, and conducting the first of two 60-day public reviews on the draft framework as required by the California Code of Regulations, Title 5.
2. Remain informed on issues that affect curriculum, assessment, professional learning, and instructional materials in science education, including the CA NGSS, the CCSS strand for Literacy in History/Social Studies, Science and Technical Subjects, and the Education and the Environment Initiative (EEI).

C. Science Framework for California Public Schools, Kindergarten Through Grade Twelve (Science Framework), 2016 Revision: Revised Schedule of Significant Events (Timeline) (information/Action)
The work of the Science CFCC has taken more time than originally expected. Staff is recommending that the Science SMC recommend to the full IQC an extended timeline that allows for more time to develop the draft. The implementation of this extended timeline will be pending State Board of Education approval and the passage of a legislative extension that the CDE will be seeking in the current legislative session.
