A. 2019 Revision of the Health Education Framework
1. Schedule of Significant Events (Timeline) (Information/Action)
The Instructional Quality Commission (IQC) advises the State Board of Education (SBE) throughout the curriculum framework revision/development process. The first action the IQC takes is to recommend to the SBE the Schedule of Significant Events for the 2019 Revision of the Health Education Framework for California Public Schools: Kindergarten Through Grade Twelve (timeline) (Attachment 1). The timeline is primarily determined by regulations that require specific time periods for applying to serve on the Curriculum Framework and Evaluation Criteria Committee (CFCC) and for two public reviews of the draft framework. Additional considerations in the development of the timeline are sufficient time between CFCC meetings for revising draft chapters, for the Health SMC and the IQC to review framework drafts, and for staff to prepare documents to guide the Health SMC’s and IQC’s discussions.
The Health SMC will review the Schedule of Significant Events for the 2019 Revision of the Health Education Framework for California Public Schools: Kindergarten Through Grade Twelve and take action to recommend the timeline to the full IQC. The IQC will then take action to recommend the timeline to the SBE.
2. Application for Appointment to the Health Education Curriculum Framework and Evaluation Criteria Committee (Information/Action)

The CFCC works with the framework writers and under the guidance of the SBE and the IQC to develop a draft framework. By regulation, a majority of the members of the CFCC must be current classroom teachers and at least one member must have a doctoral degree in health or a closely related subject. In addition, at least one member of the CFCC must have experience providing instruction to English learners and at least one must have experience providing instruction to students with disabilities. A balanced CFCC has teachers representing different grade spans who have experience working with diverse student populations, strong curriculum leaders, and content experts. The application form (Attachment 2) solicits information about experience and expertise and requires applicants to respond to four essay questions to provide evidence of their knowledge. 
The Health SMC will review the Application for Appointment to the Health Education Curriculum Framework and Evaluation Criteria Committee and take action to recommend the application to the full IQC. The IQC will then take action to recommend the application to the SBE.
Once approved by the SBE, the application will be posted for 90 days. The application period will begin in either late September or early October and end in mid-December 2016. In January 2017, the Heath SMC and IQC will review the applications and recommend CFCC members to the SBE.
