B.  Establish Goals for 2012 (Information/Action)

Proposed Goals for 2012:
1. Provide guidance and support for the 2013 revision of the Mathematics Framework for California Public Schools, Kindergarten Through Grade Twelve
2. Recommend to the State Board of Education guidelines to inform the work of the Curriculum Framework and Evaluation Criteria Committee
3. Recommend Curriculum Framework and Evaluation Criteria Committee (CFCC) applicants for appointment by the State Board of Education

C.  Presentation on the Common Core State Standards for Mathematics (CCSSM) (Information)

Jason Zimba, Writing Team Member, CCSSM, Student Achievement Partners

Beth Cocuzza, Director of Mathematics, Student Achievement Partners
Jason Zimba was one of the writers of the Common Core State Standards for Mathematics (CCSSM) (Attachments 1 and 2) and is a leader in the nation-wide effort to implement the standards. He is a co-founder of Student Achievement Partners, an organization that provides free support for teachers and other educators with the goal of raising student achievement. As Director of Mathematics for Student Achievement Partners, Beth Cocuzza plays key roles in the implementation of the CCSSM and works to support teachers throughout the nation. 
Attachments 3 through 5 are provided as background information for the presentation. Attachment 3 outlines the progression of mathematical learning from kindergarten through grade eight, a progression into algebra. Attachment 4 details the content emphases by cluster at each grade level, kindergarten through grade eight. Attachment 5 is taken from “Appendix C” of the Partnership for Assessment of Readiness for College and Careers (PARCC) Model Content Frameworks and provides context for the organization of the CCSSM.
D.  The Mathematics Framework for California Public Schools, Kindergarten Through Grade Twelve (Mathematics Framework), 2013 Revision

1.  Timeline and Development Process for the Revision of the Mathematics Framework (Information)
A brief overview of the timeline (Attachment 6) and development process (Attachment 7) for the revision of the Mathematics Framework and the IQC’s role in the process will be provided by Curriculum Frameworks and Instructional Resources Division (CFIRD) staff.
2.  Report on the Mathematics Focus Group Meetings and Public Comment Received Regarding the Revision of the Mathematics Framework (Information)
In February and March 2012, the California Department of Education convened four regional focus groups to gather input on what guidance and information should be included in the revised framework to support implementation of the common core state standards for mathematics. The “Mathematics Focus Group Report” (Attachment 8.) summarizes the oral comments received at the focus group meetings and incorporates the written comments received during that time.
3.  Draft Guidelines for the Curriculum Framework and Evaluation Criteria Committee (CFCC) (Information/Action)
The “Draft Curriculum Framework and Evaluation Criteria Committee Guidelines for the 2013 Revision of the Mathematics Framework for California Public Schools, Kindergarten Through Grade Twelve” (Attachment 9) are based on statutory requirements, comments received at the four focus group meetings, and written comments received in February and March 2012. 

The Mathematics SMC reviews the draft guidelines, edits and modified them as necessary, and takes action to forward the draft guidelines to the full IQC. Once the full IQC approves the guidelines, the guidelines will be forwarded to the State Board of Education (SBE) for approval at the July 2012 SBE meeting. 
4.  Recommendation of Members of the Curriculum Framework and Evaluation Criteria Committee (CFCC) to the State Board of Education (Information/Action)
Applications from individuals interested in serving on the CFCC must be submitted by April 18, 2012. The Mathematics SMC will review the applications and recommend applicants for appointment to the CFCC to the full IQC. Once the full IQC takes action on the Mathematics SMC recommendations, those recommendations will be forwarded the SBE. The SBE will appoint CFCC members at the July 2012 SBE meeting.
Regulations require that the CFCC consist of between 9 and 20 members, a majority of which must be teachers of students in kindergarten through grade twelve at the time of appointment. In addition, at least one of those teachers must have experience teaching English learners, and at least one of those teachers must have experience teaching students with disabilities. One member of the CFCC must have a doctoral degree in mathematics or a related field. 
Once the window for submitting applications is closed, members of the IQC will receive a summary report with information on all of the applicants as well as copies of the complete applications forms. These materials will be sent after April 23, 2012. Copies of the summary report and all applications will also be available for public review during the IQC meeting on May 3–4, 2012.
